REMEDY FOR SIN

The opening prayer of Mass on the Third Sunday of
Lent speaks to God, but it is a reminder to us, that
God teaches us to use fasting as a remedy for our
sinfulness. We want to stamp sinfulness out of our
lives. During Lent we want to live in an improved
relationship with God, to live a life more pleasing to
him.

The first reading from Exodus includes the evidence
from the Burning Bush that God was present and
demanded of Moses that he strip himself of his
sandals. It was a kind of fasting, a way to show
greater respect to the One God of the ancestors of
Moses. God revealed his sacred name, “/ AM,” and
the Jewish people from that day till now honor God
by that name and do not even reverently pronounce
it. And we are asked on this 3™ Sunday of Lent, to
search out one of our many weaknesses, and like
the shoes of Moses, to set it aside and respond more
worthily to God. That is the kind of fasting the
“‘LORD” loves.

In whatever evil way we may have once lived, St.
Paul reminds us, whatever evil we look honestly
inward and rediscover, whatever dark spot in our
lives, past or present, we need to repent. God awaits
that repentance, and he is all powerful to forgive. We
ought not trust too much in ourselves says St. Paul,
for, “Whoever thinks he is standing secure should
take care not to fall.” A person who acts as if he or
she needs no help from God or that God cannot
forgive is being exceedingly foolish. Look at the
Cross!

As usual, in the Gospel of Third Sunday of Lent,
Jesus finds examples to teach us more about his
Father. Do we, perhaps, think we are better than
others because they are visited by pain, or sickness,
or death? Do they get what they deserve? Does God
punish them? Jesus asks that same question about
men of Galilee whose blood was mingled with their
sacrifices. Or those upon whom a tower fell at the
healing pool. Isn't God merely acting justly? Or,
better, is God not like the plantation owner who gives
the fig tree a second chance and waits to see if it will
bear good fruit?

“Merciful and gracious is the Lord, slow to anger and
surpassing in kindness,” says the Psalm. We do

repent! We embrace you. Out of love, Merciful
Savior. Not the fear of hell.
