Christian Warfare

After forty years of wandering the People of God
celebrated the Passover poised on the plains beside
the Jordan River. Before them was the city of Jericho
where the walls would come tumbling down by the
power of God. That is where we open this 4™ Sunday
of Lent, C. Their pilgrimage over, it is the Passover,
and they are in the Promised Land. They will no
longer have ‘bread from heaven.” But God will
support them as they battle to make the Land their
own.

We the new Chosen People of God draw near to our
own Passover, one from sin and death, as Easter
approaches. For us, God’s support with the true
‘bread from heaven’ does not end. And His grace
and power do remain with us. Through the suffering
of Jesus, freedom from sin has been earned for us,
though like God’s journeying people of old, we too
are heading toward further battles with the evil of sin
as we fight to be faithful to our God and reach
promised heaven safely.

We do not battle alone. St. Paul in the second
reading of today makes clear what happened in
Jerusalem when the new Passover Lamb offered
himself in sacrifice. Humanity must be reconciled
with God, and this happened through Jesus. Paul
felt, much like the prophets, that he was God's
ambassador. Hence, he wrote, “We implore you, on
behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. For our sake
he made Him to be sin who did not know sin., so that
we might become the righteousness of God in
Him.” Paul encourages us to gaze on the Cross, and
to know that through Jesus our sins have been
forgiven, and we are in a new friendly relationship
with God. We must struggle to stay that way.

Thank God for St. Luke. Out of what would have
been a lost tradition in the life of Jesus, Luke rescued
a marvelous teaching on the love of the Father.
Stupidly, one may have wasted the gifts of God. One
may have given way to all kinds of sin and been
reduced to utter poverty. Yet, a sinner was at last
touched by the need to repent. “Father, | have sinned
against heaven and against you. | no longer deserve
to be called year son.” In the father's extravagant
response, Jesus taught how rich God’s mercy and
love can be.
