Dear Brothers and Sisters

Explaining how a merciful God

forgives the sins of His chosen
people and leads them back

from Babylonian exile, the first
reading reminds us that we too

are forgiven, and we are saved

from our own sinfulness. In the

second reading, Paul presents
himself as a forgiven sinner
who has been completely
transformed by his Faith in
Christ Jesus. His life is an
example of the Gospel
exhortation. “sin no more.”
Paul loves Christ so much he

wants to share in His sufferings

and even in His death so that
he may share Christ’s
Resurrection. The sinful
woman's story of sin
committed, and sin forgiven in
today’s Gospel, shows the
inexhaustible mercy and
compassion Jesus offers to
repentant sinners. In addition,
by making sinlessness the

condition for throwing the first
stone, Jesus forces the accusers
to assess their own souls and to

leave.
Thus, He grants justice to the
accusers and mercy to the

sinful woman. In our own lives,
we bear witness to the justice of

God by confessing our
sinfulness and resolving to
avoid sin, and we bear witness
to God’s Mercy by accepting
the forgiveness of our sins and
promising to forgiveness those
who have offended us.

| Come for Sinners

We arrive at the Fifth Sunday of Lent. Time and time
again we have heard Jesus respond to those who
accused him of being too close to sinners. Those who
thought themselves ‘holier-than-thou’ also held
themselves to be holier than He. John’s Gospel of
today places the Holy-One of God in direct conflict with
those who thought themselves to be such fine
examples of holiness. A sinful woman is hauled up in
disgrace by these so-called holy ones.

Recall the supper Matthew with his fellow ‘sinners’
prepared for Jesus. Notice how comfortable Jesus was
among them. Matthew had a vivid memory of how the
elite holier-than-thou could not fathom how Jesus was a
true prophet sent by God. There He was, surrounded
by sinners. Matthew, on his way from leaving sinful
ways behind and fully embracing Jesus, recalled
exactly what Jesus retorted. “/ did not come to call the
righteous, but sinners” (Mt 9:11). Matthew had
portrayed himself as called while in the very act of his
sinful greed. He was at his ‘tax-collector’s booth’ when
Jesus called him.

In John’s Gospel the episode of the woman also taken
in the act of sin occurred during the first Holy Week.
Jesus was about to take the sinfulness of humanity with
him onto the Cross, “For this | have come, “ He had
said. No matter how public her sin was, Jesus knew
exactly what He would accomplish from his cross, for
He was master over sin. He knew the hidden sins of the
accusers as well as that of the woman. Furthermore, he
knew the intention of the ‘holy ones,’ that they wanted
to entrap him. They wanted to place him against Moses
who taught that such women should be stoned to
death.

We must admire the nonchalance of Jesus. “See,”
so-called master, they said, “we have caught her in the
very horror of her sinfulness.” How, in the eyes of Jesus
they must have reeked of hypocrisy! In contrast to their
disgust, he simply dabbled in the dust of the street. Af-
ter what must have been a few tense moments, he
turned on the accusers, “The one who has no sin. Let
him throw the first stone.” One by one they slinked
shamefully away. Jesus forgave her with but one
demand: “Go, and sin no more.”

Have we been among the holier-than-thou? Is it not
wiser to trust in the ability of Jesus to say as he said to
the woman, “I do not condemn you; you are forgiven;
but sin no more?”

Do not remember my sins. By your steadfast love,

by your forgiveness, and your goodness,
remember me . (See Ps 25:7)

Vengo por los pecadores

Llegamos al quinto domingo de Cuaresma. Una y otra vez
hemos escuchado a Jesus responder a aquellos que lo
acusaron de estar demasiado cerca de los pecadores.
Aquellos que se consideraban a si mismos "mas santos
que tu" también se consideraban mas santos que El. El
Evangelio de Juan de hoy coloca al Santo-Uno de Dios en
conflicto directo con aquellos que se creian a si mismos
como tan buenos ejemplos de santidad. Una mujer pecado-
ra es arrastrada en desgracia por estos llamados santos.

Recuerdan la cena de Mateo con sus compaferos
"pecadores" preparada para Jesus. Noten lo comodo que
estaba Jesus entre ellos. Mateo tenia un recuerdo vivido
de como la gente de élite mas- santa-que-tu no podia
comprender como Jesus era un verdadero profeta enviado
por Dios. Alli estaba, rodeado de pecadores. Mateo, en su
camino de dejar atras los caminos pecaminosos y abrazar
completamente a Jesus, recordé exactamente lo que Jesus
replicd. "No vine a llamar justos, sino pecadores"” (Mt 9:11).
Mateo se habia retratado a si mismo como llamado mien-
tras estaba en el acto mismo de su codicia pecaminosa.
Estaba en su "puesto de recaudacion de impuestos" cuan-
do Jesus lo llamo.

En el Evangelio de Juan, el episodio de la mujer, también
tomada en el acto de pecado, ocurrié durante la primera
Semana Santa. JesUs estaba a punto de llevar la pecami-
nosidad de la humanidad con él a la Cruz, "Porque para
eso he venido", habia dicho. No importa cuan publico fuera
el pecado de ella, Jesus sabia exactamente lo que lograria
de su cruz, porque El era maestro sobre el pecado. Cono-
cia los pecados ocultos de los acusadores, asi como los de
la mujer. Ademas, conocia la intencion de los "santos", que
querian atraparlo. Querian ponerlo en contra de Moisés,
quien ensefd que tales mujeres debian ser apedreadas
hasta la muerte.

Debemos admirar la indiferencia de Jesus. "Mira", el llama-
do maestro, dijeron, "la hemos atrapado en el horror mismo
de su pecaminosidad”. Cémo, a los ojos de Jesus, deben
haber apestado a hipocresia! En contraste con su disgusto,
simplemente incursiond en el polvo de la calle. Después de
lo que deben haber sido unos momentos tensos, se volvio
contra los acusadores, "El que no tiene pecado. Que tire la
primera piedra”. Uno a uno se alejaron vergonzosamente.
Jesus la perdond con una sola exigencia: "Vete, y no
peques mas”".
