On Toward Jerusalem

On this second Sunday of Lent, St. Luke’s Gospel
portrays Jesus turning ‘steadfastly’ toward
Jerusalem. He and his disciples passed near Mount
Tabor, still in Galilee, and Jesus chose Peter, James,
and John, to go up the mountain with him. They were
about to see a revelation of just who Jesus is. He
had begun to tell them that dreadful days were
ahead, days of betrayal, suffering and shameful
death. Yet, stubbornly, he was headed toward the
end of his earthly life.

To keep his key apostles from disbelief, He appeared
with two ancient founders of faith in One God. They
were Moses and Elijah, symbols of all who transmit
God’s Law and God’s Word. They discussed with
Jesus what would happen to him in Jerusalem.
But HE, the Lord Jesus, who invited his favored
disciples to see this event with him, shone with light
and glory of divinity. His earthly garments were gone,
and He was clothed in brightness of the divine. It was
important that they see him like this. They would also
see him battered and bruised and humiliated in battle
as he died for their and our salvation.

The chosen apostles, and perhaps we too, needed
confirmation and an unscrambling of what they were
seeing. God, whom Jesus called his Father, added
his voice. A cloud of divine presence enshrouded
them. Then over the prostrate bodies of Peter, John,
and James, the Father’s voice sounded, “This is my
chosen Son; listen to him.” That is who Je-
sus IS! When the apostles opened their eyes, there
alone was the earthly Jesus ready to enter his final
battle with evil as he headed toward Jerusalem.

My dear friends in the Lord Jesus. He did take up his
cross. He asks us to take up our crosses too,
whatever they may be, and to follow him. It is
not His cross, but a share He allows us to take up of
his pain and suffering. Jesus wants us to join him, to
take up willingly as a blessing, not a curse, our
troubles. He wants us to know that he shares with
us, not punishes us. Troubles can permit us to follow
quietly Jesus who suffered, but also Jesus who leads
us into glory with Him as well. He died, HERO of the
Father, not for his sins, but for ours.

Jesus, Allow me a share of Your Heroism,

Not alone to Bear my Troubles,
But also, to enter unending Glory with You.
