Low Sunday

The title of this weekend'’s reflection needs some expla-
nation. It means that this Sunday is a smaller Easter. All
Sundays are intended to be a remembrance of the Resur-
rection. They are not as important as Easter itself, but
they are commemorations of that central event of our
Faith. Without the Resurrection we are a crowd of
exceedingly foolish people. By it, and by our faith, we are
Church.

The great church Solemnities, Christmas and Easter, are
celebrated for eight days. The eighth day of Christmas--
January 1, the Octave—is Mary’s Day. It honors the
Mother of the Child. Eight Days after Easter is Low Sun-
day, the Octave. It recalls that one of the Apostles was
not present when Christ appeared on Easter evening. The
whole week was a reminder of many events following the
Resurrection. But there was a Lost Shepherd among the
Apostles, now found. His name is Thomas, and haunted
by all those reports flooding the Church, he had declared
that he needed to see and to touch the wounds of the
Crucified before he would believe.

The Good Shepherd had found Thomas, and he was now
there among his fellow herdsmen. Jesus had not forsaken
him and appeared again. Thomas regained his faith. After
seeing Jesus and touching him, he collapsed in adoration
and proclaimed his and our Faith. That Jesus is Lord and
God. Jesus did chastise Thomas, but he too had a
consoling proclamation, “Blessed are those who have not
seen, yet believed.”

Our faith must not be for Easter alone. Though we may
have gone astray through weakness of our human nature,
though our sin may have been deep red, the Mercy of
Jesus continues to seek us. A central event of Easter is
Baptism, cleansing from sin. Of old our ancestors were
plunged into the baptismal pool. Thus, they died and
were buried with Christ but also raised with him to new
life. We too, the Baptized, free of sin, want to follow the
Risen Jesus into glory.

Low Sunday once had a Latin name. It was called, “Lord’s
Day of Setting Aside the White Garments.” At the dawn
of their Christian lives, they had been bathed in candle-
light and dressed in white garments of innocence from
sin. On this eighth day they set those garments aside. No
doubt they were counselled never to set aside their new
life. It is good advice also for us.

Domingo bajo

El titulo de la reflexion de este fin de semana necesita
alguna explicacion. Significa que este domingo es una
Pascua mas pequefia. Todos los domingos estan destina-
dos a ser un recuerdo de la Resurreccion. No son tan
importantes como la Pascua misma, pero son conmemora-
ciones de ese acontecimiento central de nuestra Fe. Sin la
Resurreccion somos una multitud de personas extremada-
mente tontas. Por ella, y por nuestra fe, somos Iglesia.

Las grandes solemnidades de la iglesia, la Navidad y la
Pascua, se celebran por ocho dias. El octavo dia de la
Navidad, el 1 de enero, la Octava, es el Dia de Maria.
Honra a la Madre del Nifio. Ocho dias después de la
Pascua es el Domingo Bajo, la Octava. Es el Dia de la
Divina Misericordia. Recuerda que uno de los apdstoles no
estaba presente cuando Cristo aparecioé en la noche de la
Pascua. Toda la semana fue un recordatorio de muchos
eventos después de la Resurreccion. Pero habia un Pastor
Perdido entre los Apdstoles, ahora encontrado. Su nombre
es Tomas, y atormentado por todos esos informes que
inundaban a la Iglesia, habia declarado que necesitaba ver
y tocar las heridas del Crucificado antes de creer.

El Buen Pastor habia encontrado a Tomas, y ahora estaba
alli entre sus compafieros de rebafno. Jesus no lo habia
abandonado y aparecié de nuevo. Tomas recuperé su fe.
Después de ver a Jesus y tocarlo, se derrumbd en adora-
cion y proclamd su Fe, la misma de la nuestra, que Jesus
es Sefior y Dios. Jesus castigo a Tomas, pero Jesus
también tuvo una proclamacion consoladora:
"Bienaventurados los que no han visto, pero todavia han
creido”,

Nuestra fe no debe ser solo para el tiempo Pascual.
Aunque podemos habernos extraviado a través de la debili-
dad de nuestra naturaleza humana, aunque nuestro peca-
do puede haber sido de color rojo intenso, el Jesus
misericordioso continla persiguiéndonos. Un evento
central de la Pascua es el Bautismo, la limpieza del peca-
do. Antiguamente, nuestros antepasados estaban sumer-
gidos en la piscina bautismal. Por lo tanto, “murieron y
fueron enterrados” con Cristo, pero también resucitados
con él a una nueva vida. Nosotros también, los bautizados,
libres de pecado, queremos seguir a Jesus resucitado
hacia la gloria.

El domingo bajo una vez tuvo un nombre latino. Se llama-
ba: "Dia del Serior de apartar las vestiduras blancas". En
los albores de sus vidas cristianas, habian sido bafiados a
la luz de las velas y vestidos con vestiduras blancas de
inocencia del pecado. En este octavo dia dejaron esas ves-
tiduras a un lado y sin duda se les aconsejo que nunca per-
mitieran que el pecado dejara de lado su nueva vida. Es un
buen consejo también para nosotros.

Dentro de la Cincuentena se celebra la Ascension del Sefor, ahora no necesariamen-
te a los cuarenta dias de la Pascua, sino el domingo séptimo de Pascua, porque la
preocupacion no es tanto cronoldgica sino teoldgica, y la Ascensidn pertenece
sencillamente al misterio de la Pascua del Sefor. Y concluye todo con la donacion del
Espiritu en Pentecostés.

La unidad de la Cincuentena que da también subrayada por la presencia del Cirio
Pascual encendido en todas las celebraciones, hasta el domingo de Pentecostés.
