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Heaven Beyond

The Easter theme of joy in earth, sea, and sky, the
heavens, and in God’s heaven beyond visible
creation continues this fourth Sunday of Easter. As
the Mass prayer puts it so well, we implore the
merciful Lord, “Lead us to share in the joys of
heaven, so that the humble flock may reach where
the brave Shepherd has gone before.” We need to
keep mindful of that joyous heaven beyond.

Paul and his companion Barnabas had departed
Antioch in Syria and gone on to Antioch in Turkey.
Jews scattered after the Babylonian and Persian
exiles were always among the first to whom
Paul sought to spread the Good News of the risen
Savior. Paul hoped to extend the Kingdom of God
among them, but jealousy of the Jewish leaders at
his success led to Paul being banished. Yet, a new
field of harvest had been opened, and the new
converts—"...Were filled with joy in the Holy
Spirit.” So was Paul.

St. John in our passage from Revelation was also
impressed by the great number of people turning
to the Lord. In his vision 164,000 from the Jewish
nation were jubilantly around the Throne of God
and the Lamb. But John saw also, “A great
multitude which no one could count, from every
nation, race, people and tongue.” They too
surrounded the Throne clad in brilliant robes
cleansed by the blood of the Lamb, exultantly and
endlessly praising. From the start our Church was
inclusive of all. It was universal. It was Catholic.

Jesus, in the Fourth Sunday of Easter Gospel. Is
quoted by St. John, and nothing can be clearer.
“Jesus said, ‘My sheep hear my voice. | know
them, and they follow me. | give them eternal life,
and they shall never perish. No one can take them
out of my hand. My Father has given them to me;
He is greater than all, and no one can take them
%ut of my Father’s hand. The Father and | are
ne.”

Beyond us lies eternal life at the Throne of Father,
Son, and Spirit. Thousands upon thousands are
called to where there is never lacking space and
where contentment knows no bounds. Christ has
paid the entry price. Our task is to follow him. Do
we want now to live as decent persons or just as
highly intelligent animals?

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El cielo mas alla

El tema pascual de alegria en la tierra, el mar y el
cielo, los cielos y en el cielo de Dios mas alla de la
creacion visible, continla este cuarto domingo de
Pascua. Como dice tan bien la oracion de la Misa,
imploramos al Sehor misericordioso: "Guianos a
compartir las alegrias del cielo, para que el humilde
rebario pueda llegar a donde el valiente Pastor ha ido
antes”. Necesitamos mantenernos conscientes de
ese cielo gozoso mas alla.

Pablo y su compafero Bernabé habian partido de
Antioquia en Siria y se fueron a Antioquia en Turquia.
Los judios dispersos después de los exiliados babilo-
nicos y persas siempre estuvieron entre los primeros
a quienes Pablo traté de difundir las Buenas Nuevas
del Salvador resucitado. Pablo esperaba extender el
Reino de Dios entre ellos, pero los lideres judios
celosos de su éxito, | desterraron a Pablo. Sin
embargo, se habia abierto un nuevo campo de cose-
cha, y los nuevos conversos... Fueron llenos de gozo
en el Espiritu Santo”. También lo fue Pablo.

San Juan en nuestro pasaje de Apocalipsis también
quedod impresionado por el gran niumero de personas
que se volvieron al Sefor. En su vision, 164.000 de la
nacion judia estaban jubilosamente alrededor del
Trono de Dios y del Cordero. Pero Juan también vio:
"Una gran multitud que nadie podia contar, de cada
nacion, raza, pueblo y lengua”. Ellos también rodea-
ron el Trono vestidos con tunicas brillantes limpias por
la sangre del Cordero, exultantes e interminablemente
alabando. Desde el principio, nuestra Iglesia fue inclu-
siva para todos. Era universal. Era catdlica.

Jesus, en el Cuarto Domingo de Pascua Evangelio,
es citado por San Juan, y nada puede ser mas claro.
"Jesus dijo: 'Mis ovejas oyen mi voz. Las conozco y
me siguen. Les doy vida eterna, y nunca pereceran.
Nadie puede quitarmelas de la mano. Mi Padre me
las ha dado; El es mas grande que todos, y nadie
puede quitarselas de la mano de mi Padre. El Padre y
yo somos Uno”.

Mas alla de nosotros yace la vida eterna en el Trono
del Padre, del Hijo y del Espiritu. Miles y miles son
llamados a donde nunca falta espacio y donde la sa-
tisfaccion no conoce limites. Cristo ha pagado el pre-
cio de entrada. Nuestra tarea es seguirlo. ; Queremos
ahora vivir como personas decentes o simplemente
como animales altamente inteligentes?

READING | Acts 13; 14, 43-52
Paul and Barnabas continued on
from Perga and reached Antioch
in Pisidia.

On the sabbath they entered the
synagogue and took their seats.
Many Jews and worshipers who
were converts to Judaism
followed Paul and Barnabas, who
spoke to them and urged them to
remain faithful to the grace of
God.

On the following sabbath almost
the whole city gathered to hear
the word of the Lord.

When the Jews saw the crowds,
they were filled with jealousy and
with violent abuse contradicted
what Paul said.

Both Paul and Barnabas spoke
out boldly and said, “It was
necessary that the word of God
be spoken to you first, but since
you reject it and condemn your-
selves as unworthy of eternal life,
we now turn to the Gentiles.

For so the Lord has commanded

us, I have made you a light to the

Gentiles, that you may be an in-
strument of salvation to the ends
of the earth.”

The Gentiles were delighted
when they heard this and
glorified the word of the Lord.
All who were destined for eternal

life came to believe, and the word

of the Lord continued to spread
through the whole region.

The Jews, however, incited the
women of prominence who were
worshipers and the leading men
of the city, stirred up a persecu-
tion against Paul and Barnabas,
and expelled them from their
territory.

So they shook the dust from their
feet in protest against them, and
went to Iconium.

The disciples were filled with joy
and the Holy Spirit.
