From Death unto Life

Easter has been all about joy and the victory of
Christ. His agony and death on the cross were a pas-
sage into the light and glory of new life. Our Church
wants us to keep in mind that it is not only Christ who
suffers and dies and rises, but we must follow in the
same path to the glory reserved for us in the heaven-
ly kingdom.

Our Gospel passage on this fifth Sunday of Easter
bears that realistic message of our path to salvation.
It is preceded by Paul's thought as he returned from
his first missionary journey. His path led through
many communities he had founded including Lystra
where he had been stoned nearly to death. On his
way back to Antioch—where we were first called
Christians--Paul reflected, “It is necessary for us to
1énccljergo many hardships to enter the kingdom of
O .”

St. John in ‘Revelation’ sees a new and joyful heav-
en and earth, but he is mindful of what is normal for
us humans. He beholds God on his
Throne who ‘makes all things new’for us who be-
lieve and trust in him. Like Paul, John does not forget
hardships. God, he says, “Will wipe every tear from
[our] eyes, and there shall be no more death or
mourning, wailing or pain, for the older order has
passed away.” In this life the natural order is from
wellness to weakness. In life beyond with God the
order is from earthly shadow into light and joy.

We return to the Last Supper in John’s Gospel. The
supper was tinged with sadness. It was Jesus’ last
with his dearest followers. He had predicted his be-
trayal. Judas had swiftly abandoned them. Only then
did Jesus say, “Now is the Son of Man glorified, and
God is glorified him.” Jesus is one with the Father.
He and the Father exchange glory. Suffering and
death may come because of Love, his Father’'s and
His. No wonder he urged love upon us: “Love one
another as | have loved You.” That kind of love was
indeed new.

Pain, yet consolation. This world, yet the next. An
inspired member of our parish has placed a somber
little painting before the eyes of us priests as we vest
for Mass. Against a gentle background is a large
black cross and a scattering of small crosses. At the
center of the large cross is a delicate red heart. In
rcc;(u)gDh black letters at the bottom, it reads LOVE [IS]

Love is also us. “I give you a new commandment;
love one another,” says Jesus. “As | have loved you,
S0 you also should love one another.” It is our sign.
It is how people will know we are Christians. By our
Love.

De la muerte a la vida

La Pascua ha sido todo acerca de la alegria y la victoria de
Cristo. Su agonia y muerte en la cruz fueron un pasaje a la
luz y a la gloria de la nueva vida. Nuestra Iglesia quiere que
tengamos presente que no es soélo Cristo quien sufre, mue-
re y resucita, sino que debemos seguir el mismo camino
hacia la gloria reservada para nosotros en el reino celestial.

Nuestro pasaje evangélico en este quinto domingo de
Pascua lleva ese mensaje realista de nuestro camino hacia
la salvacion. Esta precedido por el pensamiento de Pablo
cuando regresé de su primer viaje misionero. Su camino lo
llevo a través de muchas comunidades que habia fundado,
incluida Listra, donde habia sido apedreado casi hasta la
muerte. En su camino de regreso a Antioquia, donde
primero fuimos llamados cristianos, Pablo reflexiond: "Es
necesario que pasemos por muchas dificultades para
entrar en el reino de Dios".

San Juan, en el libro del 'Apocalipsis, contempla un cielo y
una tierra nuevos y alegres, pero también nos mantiene
conscientes de lo que es normal para nosotros los huma-
nos. El contempla a Dios en su Trono que "hace fodas las
cosas nuevas" para aquellos que creen y confian en El. Al
igual que Pablo, Juan no olvida las "dificultades". Dios,
dice, "enjugara cada lagrima de [nuestros] ojos, y no habra
mas muerte o luto, lamentos o dolor, porque la orden mas
antigua ha pasado”. En esta vida, el orden natural es el
bienestar a la debilidad. En la vida mas alla de Dios, el
orden es de la sombra terrenal a la luz y la alegria.

Somos llevados a la Ultima Cena por el Evangelio de Juan.
La cena estaba tefiida de tristeza. Fue la ultima de Jesus
con sus seguidores mas queridos. Habia predicho su
traicién. Judas los habia abandonado rapidamente. Sélo
entonces Jesus dijo: "Ahora es glorificado el Hijo del
Hombre, y Dios es glorificado a el". Jesus es uno con el
Padre. El y el Padre intercambian gloria. El sufrimiento y la
muerte pueden venir a causa del Amor, de su Padre y de
los Suyos. No es de extrafiar que nos instara al amor:
"Amense unos a los otros como yo os he amado”. Ese tipo
de amor era realmente nuevo.

Dolor, pero consuelo. Este mundo, pero el siguiente. Un
miembro inspirado de nuestra parroquia ha colocado una
pequefa pintura sombria ante los ojos de nosotros los
sacerdotes mientras nos vestimos para la misa. Sobre un
fondo suave hay una gran cruz negra y una dispersion de
pequefias cruces. En el centro de la gran cruz hay un
delicado corazoén rojo. En llamativas letras negras asperas
en la parte inferior, se lee AMOR [ES] DIOS.

El amor también somos nosotros. "Te doy un mandamiento
nuevo; amaos los unos a los otros”, dice Jesus. "Asi como
yo te he amado, asi también debéis amaros los unos a los
otros". Es nuestro signo. Asi es como la gente sabra que
somos cristianos. Por nuestro Amor.
