Fr. Tom
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Jesus: His Plea

St. Luke has taken us along with Jesus on his final
journey toward Jerusalem. Jesus revealed that he will
be rejected, tortured, and killed. But he has a mission
of salvation for humanity, and in obedience to his
Father, he is determined to accomplish it. To help set
the scene for awful Jerusalem, St Luke, physician and
student of human nature, reaches into the soul of Jesus
and reveals how his heart aches to fulfill his mission,
how a fire burns within him, how painful it is that many
resist him and his plea to save them “/ have come to
cast fire on the earth, and how I long that it be kin-
dled,” cried Jesus.

St. Luke is known as a fine historian, but his skill as a
writer cannot be overlooked, and he continues to stress
how Jesus yearned to bring us to heaven along with
him. Our Savior was not too shy to say that we must
accept that following his way will be costly. He knows
that full well. His part in salvation will cost him all the
agony of death on a Cross. Yet he is aware of how
many there are who refuse his offer of eternal life. They
neglect him, his offer to save them, and the dreadful
pain he would bear for them. God wants us all to be
saved, but he also demands our cooperation.

The three parables St. Luke placed at this point in Je-
sus’ mission emphasize how God and Jesus yearn for
that salvation. He came not to save the righteous but
sinners. He and his Father rejoice over those who have
been saved.

First, Jesus rejoices: He is the Good Shepherd.
He leads his flock to the Pastures of heaven. One of
the flock wanders off. The Good Shepherd hunts the
stray down, and when he finds it, he rejoices. He
throws the lost sheep onto his shoulders and carries
him off to rejoin the flock. How greatly Jesus yearns to
do this!

Second, God rejoices: A woman has lost a
coin, probably a full day’s wages. She cleans the whole
house looking for it, and at last, she reclaims her lost
coin. She is so happy that she must tell everyone all
about it. So too, implies St. Luke, God rejoices and Je-
sus too, over a lost soul saved for heaven.

Third, the Father rejoices: A younger son inso-
lently and selfishly demands his share of inheritance
from his father who is old and deserves respect. His
father grants it to him. Off the son goes to ‘enjoy’ with
his ruinous behavior whatever he can get. Fortunately,
he repents and returns to be banqueted by his forgiving
father. We rejoice like God, not like the jealous elder
son, that our brother is saved.

Jesus is gracious, merciful, forgiving. He offers the joy
of salvation, for he has earned it at great cost. We
yearn for it, but our work to carry our own cross togeth-
er with him is the cost.

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Jesus: Su suplica

San Lucas nos ha llevado junto con Jesus en su viaje final
hacia Jerusalén. Jesus reveld que sera rechazado, tortu-
rado y asesinado. Pero él tiene una mision de salvacién
para la humanidad, y en obediencia a su Padre, esta deci-
dido a cumplirla. Para ayudar a preparar el escenario para
la horrible Jerusalén, San Lucas, médico y estudiante de
la naturaleza humana, llega al alma de Jesus y revela
como le duele el corazén para cumplir su mision, como
arde un fuego dentro de él, cuan doloroso es que muchos
se resistan a él y su suplica para salvarlos "He venido a
echar fuego sobre la tierra, y cuanto anhelo que se en-
cienda”, grité Jesus.

San Lucas es conocido como un buen historiador, pero su
habilidad como escritor no puede pasarse por alto, y con-
tinla enfatizando como Jesus anhelaba llevarnos al cielo
junto con él. Nuestro Salvador no fue demasiado timido
para decir que debemos aceptar que seguir su camino
sera costoso. El lo sabe muy bien. Su parte en la salva-
cion le costara toda la agonia de la muerte en una cruz.
Sin embargo, es consciente de cuantos hay que rechazan
su oferta de vida eterna. Lo descuidan, su oferta de sal-
varlos y el terrible dolor que soportaria por ellos. Dios
quiere que todos seamos salvos, pero también exige
nuestra cooperacion.

Las tres parabolas que San Lucas coloco en este punto
de la mision de Jesus enfatizan como Dios y Jesus anhe-
lan esa salvacion. El no vino a salvar a los justos, sino a
los pecadores. El y su Padre se regocijan por aquellos
que han sido salvos. . )
Primero, Jesus se regocija: El es el Buen Pastor. El con-
duce a su rebafio a los pastos del cielo. Uno de los reba-
fos se aleja. El Buen Pastor caza al callejero, y cuando lo
encuentra, se regocija. Arroja la oveja perdida sobre sus
hombros y se la lleva para reincorporarse al rebafio.
jCuanto anhela Jesus hacer esto!

Segundo, Dios se regocija: Una mujer ha perdido una
moneda, probablemente el salario de un dia completo.
Ella limpia toda la casa buscandola, y por fin, reclama su
moneda perdida. Esta tan feliz que debe contarles a todos
al respecto. Asi también, implica San Lucas, Dios se re-
gocija y Jesus también, sobre un alma perdida salvada
para el cielo.

Tercero, el Padre se regocija: Un hijo menor exige inso-
lente y egoistamente su parte de herencia de su padre
que es viejo y merece respeto. Su padre se lo concede.
Fuera el hijo va a 'disfrutar' con su comportamiento ruino-
so todo lo que pueda conseguir. Afortunadamente, se
arrepiente y regresa para ser banqueteado por su padre
perdonador. Nos regocijamos como Dios, no como el ce-
loso hijo mayor, de que nuestro hermano es salvo.

Jesus es cortés, misericordioso, perdonador. El ofre-
ce el gozo de la salvacion, porque se lo ha ganado a
un gran costo. Lo anhelamos, pero nuestro trabajo
de llevar nuestra propia cruz junto con €l es el costo.
