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Jesus Lord and Savior

Our Scriptures this 5" Sunday open with Job’s
dark and miserable view of life. He was smitten
by illness and abandonment. He felt every pain-
ful, forsaken moment. No healing was in sight. “/
shall never see happiness again.“-- By the way,
when was the last time you had a perfect day?
Isn’t it true that we all left our mother's womb
crying loudly? Welcome to our world! Yet
through Job’s faithfulness and trust, at last
God’s blessing did heal him.

Let St. Paul begin to lead from the gloom and
doom. Worn from his labors preaching the Gos-
pel, he labeled himself “a slave to all in order to
win over [to Christ] as many as possible.” Not
satisfied, he added, “To the weak | became
weak to win over the weak.” All of this he
claimed was because God had ‘imposed’ on
him ‘an obligation.” Paul had only one desire,
that he share in the reward of the Gospel to-
gether with those to whom he preached.

For most of us, we do not preach, but we do
live. For some of us that may mean to put up
with a lot of nastiness for the sake of the Gospel
of Christ. Doing so can be even more important.
Actions, living the Gospel of Christ, Christian
living, truly speaks louder than words to our
brothers and sisters on the way with us toward
the reward of Eternal Life.

The messages of the Gospel should be the
strongest aid for us to deal with our ‘imperfect’
days. Matthew says, “Christ took away our infir-
mities and  bore our diseases’(Alleluia
Verse). Mark’s Gospel today displays the power
of Jesus attacking those infirmities. At the syna-
gogue Jesus found the possessed man. A few
steps away he entered Peter’s house and found
Peter's bedridden mother-in-law, took her hand-
-no words, fever gone, she able to serve a meal.
That kind of news spreads quickly.

By evening the whole town (like us?) had gath-
ered seeking cures. St. Mark carefully worded:
“He (Jesus) cured many sick with varied diseas-
es; He drove out many demons.” Note the word
‘many’. Perhaps He could tell who deserved
healing. Or perhaps He knew those ready to ap-
pear before his Father's mercy, and He let them
do so. By bedtime certainly, Jesus was weary.
But he rose before dawn and in prayer prepared
for His saving work in the day ahead. Prayer
never slows us down.

Nuestras Escrituras de este 5° domingo comienzan
con la vision oscura y miserable de la vida de Job.
Fue golpeado por la enfermedad y el abandono.
Sinti6 cada momento doloroso y abandonado. No
habia curacién a la vista. "Nunca volveré a ver la
felicidad". -- Por cierto, ¢cuando fue la ultima vez
que tuviste un dia perfecto? s No es cierto que todos
salimos del vientre de nuestra madre llorando a
gritos? jBienvenidos a nuestro mundo! Sin embar-
go, a través de la fidelidad y la confianza de Job, al
fin la bendicién de Dios lo sané.

Dejemos que San Pablo comience a liderar desde la
oscuridad y la fatalidad. Agotado por sus labores de
predicacion del Evangelio, se etiquetd a si mismo
como "un esclavo de todos a fin de ganar [para Cris-
to] a tantos como sea posible". No satisfecho,
anadio: "A los débiles me hice débil para ganarles a
los débiles". Todo esto, segun él, se debia a que
Dios le habia "impuesto” "una obligacion". Pablo
tenia un solo deseo, compartir la recompensa del
Evangelio junto con aquellos a quienes predicaba.

Para la mayoria de nosotros, no predicamos, pero
vivimos. Para algunos de nosotros, eso puede sig-
nificar soportar mucha maldad por el bien del Evan-
gelio de Cristo. Y hacerlo puede ser aun mas im-
portante. Las acciones, vivir el Evangelio de Cristo,
la vida cristiana, realmente hablan mas fuerte que
las palabras a nuestros hermanos y hermanas en el
camino con nosotros hacia la recompensa de la
Vida Eterna.

Los mensajes del Evangelio deben ser la ayuda
mas fuerte para que podamos hacer frente a nues-
tros dias "imperfectos". Mateo dice: "Cristo quito
nuestras enfermedades y llevé nuestras enferme-

dades"” (Versiculo del Aleluya). El Evangelio
de Marcos de hoy muestra el poder de Jesus ata-
cando esas debilidades. En la sinagoga, Jesus en-
contré al hombre deforme. A pocos pasos entré en
la casa de Pedro y encontré a la suegra de Pedro,
postrada en cama, que la tomdé de la mano, sin
palabras, con fiebre y capaz de servir una comida.
Ese tipo de noticias se difunden rapidamente.

Al anochecer todo (;,como nosotros?) se habian re-
unido en busca de curas. San Marcos lo redactd
cuidadosamente: "El (Jesus) curd a muchos enfer-
mos con diversas enfermedades; Expulsé a muchos
demonios".
