Fr. Tom
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Unclean Made Clean

The readings of Sixth Sunday, it seems, are an ex-
tended parable. Moses and Aaron detail the strict
law on how a leper must be treated He is to be de-
clared unclean by a priest. When approaching the
‘clean,” he must shout out. “Unclean! Unclean!” He
must rend his outer garments as a danger sign to
others. Worst, he must keep isolated. There is only
one glimmer of hope. If cleansed by act of God, then
the leper must go to a priest, undergo certain rituals,
and great day, be declared ‘Clean.’

St. Paul was certainly among the ‘unclean’ in his
vengeful hatred of the first Christians. Jesus himself
took care of that by appearing to him in blinding light
and sending him to Ananias for healing. There in Da-
mascus the rite of Baptism restored his sight and
cleansed his mind and heart, open to further instruc-
tion from Jesus in the desert of Arabia. Hence, in his
letter to Corinth he could justly say, “Be imitators of
me, as | am of Christ.” He could tell them to avoid
the leprosy of sin lest they male their brothers and
ﬁisltlers unclean too. Be of Christ! Not of the filth of
ell.

These two readings are meant to teach Christians
an ugly reality, the uncleanness sin, and yet the pos-
sibility of being cleansed. Moses described the hor-
ror of the unclean person of old. Similarly, we cause
horror to ourselves by sin. The old ritual of cleansing
in Jesus’ time included bathing in the pool of Siloam.
For us sin is bathed away by baptismal water. As for
St. Paul, he had to present himself to Ananias, and
we are told to present ourselves to the priest for
Baptism and the Sacrament of Reconciliation. By the
way, to baptize means to cleanse, and Confession
often begins with, “Forgive me Father, for | have
sinned.” (Forgive me God for | am unclean)?

To end the first chapter of his Gospel of Jesus the
Christ, St. Mark adds one more sign of the Savior’s
power and selfless dignity. “You can cleanse me if
you wish,” said the leper. Jesus responded not by
saying ,”| do wish it,” but, “/ do WILL it. Be made
clean.” Thus Mark’s ‘Jesus the Christ’ betrays his
divine origin. By a word and a touch, in compassion
Jesus freed the leper from his dehumanizing state
and returned him to family and friends.

So much for the power of Christ, what of his ‘selfless
dignity?’ Immediately, not seeking any notoriety, Je-
sus ‘warned [the leper] sternly’ to say nothing to any-
one. In his humility, Jesus wanted no praise. Faith is
what he sought. Faith is what St. Mark seeks from
us.

Lo impuro hecho limpio

Las lecturas del Sexto Domingo, al parecer, son una
parabola extendida. Moisés y Aardn detallan la estricta
ley sobre cémo debe ser tratado un leproso: debe ser
declarado impuro por un sacerdote. Al acercarse a los
'limpios', debe gritar. "jImpuro! jInmundo!" Debe rasgar
sus vestiduras exteriores como una sefal de peligro
para los demas. Peor aun, debe mantenerse aislado.
Solo hay un rayo de esperanza. Si es limpiado por un
acto de Dios, entonces el leproso debe ir a un sacer-
dote, someterse a ciertos rituales, y el gran dia, ser
declarado 'Limpio’.

San Pablo estaba ciertamente entre los "impuros" en su
odio vengativo hacia los primeros cristianos. Jesus mis-
mo se encargd de eso apareciéndole con una luz
cegadora y enviandolo a Ananias para que lo sanara.
Alli, en Damasco, el rito del bautismo le devolvid la
vista y limpié su mente y su corazon, abiertos a nuevas
instrucciones de Jesus en el desierto de Arabia. Por lo
tanto, en su carta a Corinto pudo decir con justicia:
"Sed imitadores de mi, como yo lo soy de Cristo".
Podia decirles que evitaran la lepra del pecado, no fue-
ra a ser que sus hermanos y hermanas también se hi-
cieran impuros. jSed de Cristo! No de la inmundicia del
infierno.

Estas dos lecturas estan destinadas a ensenar a los
cristianos una fea realidad, el pecado de la inmundicia
y, sin embargo, la posibilidad de ser limpiado. Moisés
describio el horror de la persona inmunda de la antigue-
dad. Del mismo modo, nos horrorizamos a nosotros
mismos por el pecado. El antiguo ritual de purificacion
en la época de Jesus incluia bafarse en el estanque de
Siloé. Para nosotros, el pecado es bafiado por el agua
bautismal. En cuanto a San Pablo, tuvo que presen-
tarse a Ananias, y se nos dice que nos presentemos al
sacerdote para el Bautismo y el Sacramento de la Re-
conciliacion. Por cierto, bautizar significa limpiar, y la
confesiéon a menudo comienza con: "Perdéname, Pa-
dre, porque he pecado". (;Perdoname, Dios, porque
soy impuro)?

Para terminar el primer capitulo de su Evangelio de
Jesucristo, San Marcos afiade un signo mas del poder
y la dignidad desinteresada del Salvador. —Puedes
limpiarme si quieres —dijo el leproso—. Jesus no
respondié diciendo: "Lo deseo", sino: "Lo quiero. Sed
limpio". Por lo tanto, el "Jesus el Cristo” de Marcos trai-
ciona su origen divino. Con una palabra y un toque, en
compasion, Jesus libero al leproso de su estado deshu-
manizante y lo devolvié a su familia y amigos.

Hasta aqui el poder de Cristo, squé hay de su
'dignidad desinteresada'? Inmediatamente, sin buscar
ninguna notoriedad, Jesus 'advirtié [al leproso] severa-
mente' que no dijera nada a nadie. En su humildad,
Jesus no queria alabanza. La fe es lo que buscaba. La
fe es lo que San Marcos busca de nosotros.

Me vuelvo a Ti, Sefior, en tiempo de angustia.
