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FAITH AND LOVE SAVED
Reflection by Fr. Gustavo Martagon, SDB

The first reading is a song of believing optimism:
"God did not make death, nor does he delight in de-
stroying the living" (Wis.): God is not the God of the
dead but of the living... In this passage, God's will to
give "eternal" life, meaning a true and consistent one,
is revealed to us... God has created us to enter into a
life-giving relationship with Him that begins in our
earthly life and extends to eternal life.

Jesus Christ is the Sacrament, the sign of that life-
giving love of God: "when he was rich, he became
poor, that he might make us all rich" (2 Cor 8). The
natural life that God gives us — the pledge of eternal
life — is fulfilled and increased in solidarity: to be in
solidarity with one another, as God, as Jesus is with
us. Those who come out of themselves find more life
and not less. He who closes in on himself remains
fruitless and dies. That's the rule of the gospel.

"Only by touching his cloak, I will be healed" "Talitha
qumi" (Mk 5). Jesus, as the Son of God, produces
"salvation" around him, from his attitude of solidarity
with those who suffer: He takes pity on the woman
with an issue of blood, who is unable to be cured de-
spite the effort she puts into it; He takes pity on
Jairus, whose sick daughter dies. In Jesus we discov-
er: sensitivity towards the evil of others; real and ef-
fective involvement in the problem of the other; an
offer of "total salvation" that comes from God and
touches the person in all his or her dimensions: "...
Your faith has saved you. Go in peace and be cured of
your disease."

We too are lucky enough to be able to meet Jesus, to
gather around him, to listen to his message, to touch
his clothes... The Eucharist is the saving mystery of
Christ, in the visible signs of the liturgy: the commu-
nity that gathers around its presider (who acts in per-
sona Christi), the Word of God that is proclaimed, the
Bread and the Wine... they are like "the hem of Jesus'
garment" that we can touch and be healed, not from a
magical attitude (God without us) but from an atti-
tude of personal faith (God through our faith). We too
"stand by and watch visions," amazed at what Jesus is
able to do in us. And of what we are capable of doing
if we trust in Jesus and are ready to follow him au-
thentically: "Your power multiplies man's efficacy and
the work of your hands grows daily in his hands, O
Lord" (liturgical hymn).

La primera lectura es un canto de optimismo cre-
yente: “Dios no hizo la muerte ni goza destru-
yendo los vivientes” (Sab.): Dios no es Dios de
muertos sino de vivos... Se nos revela aqui la volun-
tad de Dios de dar vida “eterna”, es decir, verdadera,
consistente... Dios nos ha creado para que entremos
en una relacion vivificante con El que empieza en
nuestra vida temporal y llega hasta la vida eterna.

Jesucristo es el Sacramento, la senal de ese amor
vivificador de Dios: “siendo rico se hico pobre
para enriquecernos a todos” (2 Cor 8). lLa
vida natural que Dios nos da —prenda de vida eterna
- se realiza y se incrementa en la solidaridad: ser
solidarios unos con otros, como Dios, como Jesus lo
es con nosotros. Quien sale de si, encuentra mas vi-
da y no menos. Quien se encierra en si mismo queda
infecundo y muere. Esa es la regla del evangelio.

“Con solo tocarle el manto curaré” “Talitha
qumi” (Mc 5). Jesus, como Hijo de Dios, produce
“salvaciéon” a su alrededor, desde su actitud solidaria
con el que sufre: se apiada de la mujer con flujos de
sangre, que no lograr curarse a pesar del empeno
que pone en ello; se apiada de Jairo, cuya hija enfer-
ma llega a morir. En Jests descubrimos: sensibili-
dad hacia el mal ajeno; implicacion real y efectiva en
el problema del otro; ofrecimiento de “la salvacion
total” que viene de Dios y que toca a la persona en
todas sus dimensiones: “... Tu fe te ha salvado.
Vete en paz y queda curada de tu enferme-
dad”.

Nosotros también tenemos la suerte de poder en-
contrarnos con Jesus, de apretarnos en torno a El,
de escuchar su mensaje, de tocar sus vestidos... La
Eucaristia es el misterio salvador de Cristo,
en los signos visibles de la liturgia: la comuni-
dad que se retane en torno a su presidente (que ac-
tha in persona Christi), la Palabra de Dios que se
proclama, el Pan y el Vino... son como “la orla del
vestido de Jesis” que podemos tocar y ser sana-
dos, no desde una actitud magica (Dios sin noso-
tros) sino desde una actitud de fe personal (Dios a
través de nuestra fe). Nosotros también “nos
quedamos viendo visiones”, asombrados de lo que
es capaz de hacer Jesus en nosotros. Y de lo que no-
sotros somos capaces de hacer si confiamos en Jestus
y nos disponemos a seguirle con autenticidad: “Tua
poder multiplica la eficacia del hombre y
crece cada dia entre sus manos la Obra de
Tus manos, Senor” (himno litargico).

Entonces se acerco
la mujer, asustada y temblorosa,
al comprender lo que habia pa-
sado; se postro a sus piesy le
confes6 la verdad. Jesus la tran-
quilizo, diciendo: "Hija, tu fe te
ha curado. Vete en paz y queda
sana de tu enfermedad".
Todavia estaba hablando Jess,
cuando unos criados llegaron de
casa del jefe de la sinagoga para
decirle a éste: "Ya se murio6 tu
hija. ¢Para qué sigues mo-
lestando al Maestro?" Jesus al-
canz6 a oir lo que hablaban y le
dijo al jefe de la sinagoga: "No
temas, basta que tengas fe". No
permiti6 que lo acompanaran
mas que Pedro, Santiago y
Juan, el hermano de Santiago.

Al llegar a la casa del jefe de la
sinagoga, vio Jesus el alboroto
de la gente y oy0 los llantos y los
alaridos que daban. Entré y les
dijo: "éQué significa tanto llanto
y alboroto? La nifa no esta
muerta, esta dormida". Y se
reian de él.

Entonces Jests echo fuera a la
gente, y con los padres de la ni-
fia y sus acompanantes, entr6 a
donde estaba la nifia. La tomo
de la mano y le dijo: "iTalita,
kum!", que significa: "iOyeme,
nina, levantate!" La nifia, que
tenia doce afios, se levant6
inmediatamente y se puso a
caminar. Todos se quedaron
asombrados. Jests les ordend
severamente que no lo dijeran a
nadie y les mando que le dieran
de comer a la nina.
