Focus on Life to Come

In a prophetic vision during a time of drought, Elijah
was bidden by God to leave Israel and seek food from
a widow north of the border in Sidon. God had influ-
enced her to help in this matter of life and death. By
her recognition of Elijah as a man of God, Elijah’s life
was spared for a whole year and so were the lives of
the widow and her only child. As the psalm immediate-
ly following says, “Praise the Lord, my soul! The fa-
therless and the widow he sustains, The Lord shall
reign forever.” Almighty is the Lord. Immortal, source
of life is He.

Hebrews brings this understanding of who God is into
the times of Christ, who has entered the temple of
heaven with God, where He intercedes for us. His sac-
rifice was once and forever for He is eternal. “Now
once for all He has appeared at the end of the ages to
take away sin by his sacrifice.” Such is Jesus, the
Lord, whose sacrifice by which sin and death are con-
quered places Him one with His Father, almighty, in
authority over sin and death. He and we too face
death only once, but He will come again “to bring sal-
vation to those who eagerly await Him.” We are able to
face death more bravely the more we believe in Christ.

These passages prompt us to come cooly face to face
with the reality of death. Our passage from Mark’s
Gospel also helps. Jesus had arrived for the last time
in Jerusalem. Chapters 12 and 13 are a collection of
efforts to entrap Him as He taught. With clear foresight
He used the parable of the owner of a vineyard (God),
who sent his Som to collect what was rightfully His.
One verse, (12:8), describes what happened. “So,
they seized him and killed him and threw him out of
the vineyard.”

Before today’s reading, facing the Scribes, Jesus
used Psalm 110 to claim divine origin. In the Psalm
David called Him Master and asserted that before the
dawn of time He was begotten by God. This Messianic
claim ‘delighted’” many in the crowd. Others disbe-
lieved. Jesus then denounced those who were plan-
ning to Kill him, pointing out their cruelty against wid-
ows and the poor. Jesus pronounced against them,
“They will receive a very severe condemna-
tion.” Finally, citing the ‘widow’s mite,” Jesus invited us
to give our all in service to the Lord. “Christ by His
death gave us life!l”

Hebreos trae este entendimiento de quién es Dios a
los tiempos de Cristo, quien ha entrado en el templo
del cielo con Dios, donde El intercede por nosotros.
Su sacrificio fue de una vez y para siempre, porque
El es eterno. "Ahora, una vez para siempre, ha
aparecido al fin de los siglos para quitar el pecado
con su sacrificio.” Tal es Jesus, el Sefior, cuyo sa-
crificio por el cual el pecado y la muerte son con-
quistados lo coloca uno con Su Padre, todopodero-
so, en autoridad sobre el pecado y la muerte. El y
nosotros también nos enfrentamos a la muerte solo
una vez, pero El vendra de nuevo ‘“para traer la
salvacion a los que le esperan”. Somos capaces de
enfrentar la muerte con mas valentia cuanto mas
creemos en Cristo.

Estos pasajes nos impulsan a enfrentarnos cara a
cara con la realidad de la muerte. Nuestro pasaje
del Evangelio de Marcos también ayuda. Jesus
habia llegado por ultima vez a Jerusalén. Los
capitulos 12 y 13 son una coleccion de esfuerzos
para atraparlo mientras El ensenaba. Con clara
clarividencia uso la parabola del duefio de una vifa
(Dios), que envié a su Hijo a recoger lo que era
legitimamente suyo. Un versiculo (72:8) describe lo
que sucedio. "Entonces lo agarraron, lo mataron y
lo echaron fuera de la vifia".

Antes de la lectura de hoy, de cara a los escribas,
Jesus utilizé el Salmo 110 para reclamar el origen
divino. En el Salmo, David lo llamé Maestro y afirmo
que antes del amanecer de los tiempos, El fue en-
gendrado por Dios. Esta afirmacion mesianica
'deleité’ a muchos en la multitud. Otros no lo cre-
yeron. Entonces Jesus denuncié a los que
planeaban matarlo, sefialando su crueldad contra
las viudas y los pobres.

De la Ordenacion General del Misal Romano
SEDE PARA EL SACERDOTE CELEBRANTE Y OTRAS SILLAS

“310. La sede del sacerdote celebrante debe significar su ministerio de presidente de la asamblea y de
moderador de la oracioéon. Por lo tanto, su lugar mas adecuado es vuelto hacia el pueblo, al fondo del
presbiterio, a no ser que la estructura del edificio u otra circunstancia lo impidan... Asimismo
disponganse en el presbiterio sillas para los sacerdotes concelebrantes y también para los
presbiteros revestidos con vestidura coral, que estén presentes en la celebraciéon, aunque no
concelebren. Péongase la silla del diacono cerca de la sede del celebrante. Para los demas ministros,
coloquense las sillas de tal manera que claramente se distingan de las sillas del clero y que les
permitan cumplir con facilidad el ministerio que se les ha confiado.”

Es muy interesante destacar algunas ideas de este nimero de la O.G.M.R.:

La primera es la importancia de la SEDE. Lugar propio del presbitero que preside la misa -u otro acto
litirgico-. Desde la sede comienza y concluye la misa. La sede, junto con el ambon y el altar, son los tres
lugares en donde se desarrolla la accion litargica de la eucaristia: cada uno de ellos tiene su momento
especifico para ser usado.

Cuando el nimero 310 habla de que “el lugar mas adecuado es vuelto hacia el pueblo” quiere destacar que el
Presidente de la celebracion debe ver con claridad a la asamblea, y la asamblea verlo a él, sin ningin tipo
de obstaculo que se interponga a esto. No olvidemos que es el moderador principal de la celebracién.
Nada secundario puede sobreponerse a esto que es lo principal.

El criterio para la colocacion de otras sillas tiene que ver con el caracter sacerdotal de los concelebrantes, y
con la facilitacion de la tarea del diacono y otros ministros. Entiendo que didconos y acoélitos deben estar
en el presbiterio -nada se dice en contra- y de manera que, diferenciandose en el lugar donde se sientan
de los presbiteros, puedan “cumplir con facilidad su ministerio”.

From General Instruction on the Roman Missal
THE CHAIR FOR THE PRIEST CELEBRANT AND OTHER SEATS

“310. The chair of the Priest Celebrant must signify his function of presiding over the gathering and
of directing the prayer. Thus the more suitable place for the chair is facing the people at the head of
the sanctuary, unless the design of the building or other features prevent this... Likewise, seats
should be arranged in the sanctuary for concelebrating Priests as well as for Priests who are present
at the celebration in choir dress but without concelebrating. The seat for the Deacon should be placed
near that of the celebrant. For the other ministers seats should be arranged so that they are clearly
distinguishable from seats for the clergy and so that the ministers are easily able to carry out the
Junction entrusted to them.”

Here are some interesting points from this section of the General Instruction of the Roman Missal:

First, there’s the importance of the CHAIR. This is the place designated for the priest who presides over the Mass—or
any other liturgical act. The Mass begins and ends from the chair. Together with the ambo and the altar, the chair is
one of the three primary locations where the liturgical action of the Eucharist unfolds, with each having its specific
time for use.

When section 310 states that “the most suitable place is facing the people,” it emphasizes that the presider of the cele-
bration should be able to see the assembly clearly, and the assembly should be able to see him, with no obstacles in
the way. Let’s not forget that he is the principal moderator of the celebration. Nothing secondary should take
precedence over this primary role.

The placement of other chairs should consider the priestly role of the concelebrants and facilitate the duties of the dea-
con and other ministers. It’s understood that deacons and acolytes should be in the sanctuary—there’s nothing pro-
hibiting this—and seated in a way that, while distinct from the priests, allows them to “fulfill their ministry easily.”
