Of course, we never forget, and we pray in St.
John’s awesome loving way of referring to Je-
sus, ‘In the beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with God and the Word WAS God” And
John went on, that through Him all was created,
that He took flesh and lived among us to be our
Savior. Now lovingly, we the saved, recall His ter-
rible death atoning to God for all insults of human
sinfulness, and we thank Him. John in the Book
of Revelation calls Him “King of all the ages,” and
indeed, on this Solemnity we do thank Him.

Prayerfully we contemplate the description of
the Son of Man given us by the prophet Daniel.
Jesus at Passiontide took it to Himself. Dwell on
carefully on what Daniel said: “/ saw one like a
Son of man coming on the clouds of heaven; He
reached the Ancient One; before Him the one like
a Son of man received dominion glory, and king-

ship” And how marvelous are St.
Pail's words, “The Father gave Christ lordship of
creation and made him head of the

Church” (Ephesians 1:22). See how tightly woven
in truth are the Sacred Scriptures.

Our reading from St. John’s Revelation again
begs us not to rush our thinking. “To him who
loves us and has freed us from our sins by his
blood, who has made us into a kingdom, priests
for his God and Father, to Him be glory and power
forever and ever. Amen.” John then
adds, “Behold, He is coming amid the clouds, and
every eye will see him, even those who pierced
him.” We, the saved, yearn for Him. As John
says, ‘All the peoples of the earth will lament
him.”... Stay with us, rule over us, O Lord of maj-
esty and might.

In the Gospel Jesus does not deny the title of
King prompted to Pilate by the elders, but He
does say His kingdom is not of this world and then
explicitly, "You say | am a king. For this | was born
and for this | came into the world, to testify to the
truth. Everyone who belongs to the truth listens to
my voice." O Lord, we do listen Accept us into
your Kingdom.

PARA PENSAR. ...

Del libro “La fuerza del silencio”, del Cardenal Robert Sarah

En nuestra vida actual, en nuestra sociedad, en nuestro entorno hay un exceso de ruido, de palabras huecas,
de “distracciones” que nos apartan del esencial encuentro con Dios, con uno mismo y con los demas, desde
la sinceridad y verdad de nuestra persona. El “silencio” no lo es todo, no es sino una condicion para poder
escuchar la Palabra divina en toda su fuerza y extension.

Este texto extraido del libro del Cardenal Robert Sarah enumera los “tipos de ruido” que amenazan el nece-
sario silencio interior. Es un texto para ser meditado con tranquilidad.:

“Hay que proteger como un tesoro el silencio de todo ruido parasito. El ruido de nuestro “yo”, que nunca
deja de reivindicar sus derechos y nos sumerge en una preocupacidn excesiva por nosotros mismos. El ruido
de nuestra memoria que nos arrastra al pasado, el de los recuerdos y las faltas. El ruido de las tentaciones o
de la tibieza, del espiritu de gula, lujuria, avaricia, ira, tristeza, vanidad, orgullo; de todo lo que es materia
del combate espiritual que el hombre tiene que librar a diario. Para acallar esos ruidos parasitos, para con-
sumirlo todo en el fuego de la dulce llama del Espiritu Santo, el mejor antidoto es el silencio”.

From the book The Power of Silence by Cardinal Robert Sarah

In our current lives, in our society, in our surroundings, there is an excess of noise, empty words,
and “distractions” that draw us away from the essential encounter with God, with ourselves, and
with others—from the sincerity and truth of our being. “Silence” is not everything; rather, it is a con-
dition for being able to hear the divine Word in all its power and breadth.

This excerpt from Cardinal Robert Sarah’s book lists the “types of noise” that threaten the necessary
interior silence. It is a text to be meditated upon with calm reflection:

“Silence must be guarded as a treasure from all parasitic noise. The noise of our ‘self,” which never
ceases to claim its rights and plunges us into an excessive preoccupation with ourselves. The noise
of our memory, which drags us into the past, into memories and faults. The noise of temptations or
lukewarmness, of the spirit of gluttony, lust, greed, anger, sadness, vanity, pride—everything that
forms the substance of the spiritual battle that man must fight daily. To silence these parasitic nois-
es, to consume them all in the fire of the sweet flame of the Holy Spirit, the best antidote is silence.”
