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The Origen of Jesus

Often the 4" Sunday of Advent occurs just a day or
two before the Birthday of Jesus, and the readings this
Sunday speak of the nearness of His coming. When
the Wise Men inquired of Herod where the King of the
Jews was born, Herod could not answer. Appointed
king by the Romans, he was ignorant of Jewish tradi-
tion. His Jewish advisors had no such trouble, and
they cited the first reading of today from the prophet
Micah.

Micah foretold the birth of the Messiah Savior
King was made during the chaotic times of Jeremiah
and lIsaiah. He who would restore order was to be
born in Bethlehem, once called Ephraim, a small
town walking distance from Jerusalem. Micah knew
and we know well where Jesus was born; the place
David too was born. A King of the line of David would
come again, said Micah. He would rule in God’'s
Name. We rejoice; Herod was frightened and furious.

Hebrews points to an origin beyond the little town of
Bethlehem, the ‘Fertile House of Bread.’ The Child’s
origin is the Throne of God and the greatness of God’s
Love for the human race! Thus, Hebrews said, “We
have been consecrated through the offering of the
body of Jesus Christ once for all.” That the sacrifi-
cial offering of the Son of God is “once for all,” does
not forbid that we celebrate God’s saving love and
that of Jesus at the annual birthday celebration of
Jesus, ‘Christ’s Mass ™—Christmas—once every
year.

Jesus saved us by obedience to His Father in heav-
en. On earth there was also an obedient ‘handmaid
of the Lord,” who had awaited the birth of her Child
since the Annunciation. Like Mother Mary, we too
during Advent have sought to be obedient to God by
waiting and abstaining from sin. Gabriel did not tell
Mother Mary to visit her kinswoman Elizabeth. He
said merely that God had visited Elizabeth who car-
ried yet unborn John the Baptist. Mary took the an-
gel's word as an order, and she ‘hastened’ to visit.

St. Luke has Elizabeth greeting Mary, pregnant for
only days, and exclaiming, “How does this happen
to me, that the mother of my Lord should come to
me?” The eternal Word of God was present in Mary
from the moment He was conceived!

Wondrous Lord Jesus, Come and Stay with us.

A menudo, el 4° Domingo de Adviento ocurre justo uno
o dos dias antes del cumpleafios de Jesus, y las lec-
turas de este domingo hablan de la proximidad de Su
venida. Cuando los magos preguntaron a Herodes
dénde habia nacido el rey de los judios, Herodes no
pudo responder. Nombrado rey por los romanos, ig-
noraba la tradicion judia. Sus consejeros judios no
tuvieron tales problemas, y citaron la primera lectura
de hoy del profeta Miqueas.

Miqueas predijo que el nacimiento del Rey Salvador
del Mesias se hizo durante los tiempos cadticos de
Jeremias e Isaias. El que restauraria el orden iba a
nacer en Belén, una vez llamada Efrain, una pequena
ciudad a poca distancia de Jerusalén. Miqueas sabia
y nosotros sabemos bien dénde nacié Jesus; el lugar
donde David también nacié. Un rey del linaje de David
vendria otra vez, dijo Miqueas. El gobernaria en el
Nombre de Dios. Nos regocijamos; Herodes estaba
asustado y furioso.

Hebreos sefiala un origen mas alla de la pequefa ciu-
dad de Belén, la 'Casa Fértil del Pan'. iEl origen del
Nifio es el Trono de Dios y la grandeza del Amor de
Dios por la raza humana! Por lo tanto, Hebreos dijo:
"Hemos sido santificados mediante la ofrenda del
cuerpo de Jesucristo una vez para siempre.El
hecho de que la ofrenda sacrificial del Hijo de Dios
sea "una vez para siempre”, no prohibe que cele-
bremos el amor salvador de Dios y el de Jesus en
la celebracién anual del cumpleanos de Jesus, la
"Misa de Cristo" —Navidad— una vez al afo.

Jesus nos salvd por obediencia a Su Padre en el
cielo. En la tierra también habia una obediente
'sierva del Sefior', que habia esperado el nacimien-
to de su Hijo desde la Anunciacién. Al igual que la
Madre Maria, nosotros también durante el Adviento
hemos buscado ser obedientes a Dios esperando y
absteniéndonos del pecado. Gabriel no le dijo a la
Madre Maria que visitara a su pariente Isabel. Se
limité a decir que Dios habia visitado a Isabel, que
llevaba en su vientre a Juan el Bautista, que aun no
habia nacido. Maria tomo la palabra del angel como
una orden, y se "apresurd” a visitarla.

San Lucas hace que Isabel salude a Maria, emba-
razada desde hacia pocos dias, y exclame:
"¢ Como me sucede esto a mi, que la madre de mi
Serior venga a mi?"El Verbo eterno de Dios estuvo
presente en Maria desde el momento en que fue
concebido.

“José vio a Jesus progresar dia tras dia «en sabiduria, en estatura y en gracia
ante Dios y los hombres» (Lc 2,52). Como hizo el SeiAor con Israel, asi él "le enseio
a caminar, y lo tomaba en sus brazos: era para él como el padre que alza a un nifo
hasta sus mejillas, y se inclina hacia él para darle de comer” (cf. Os 11,3-4).

Jesus vio la ternura de Dios en José: «Como un padre siente ternura por sus
hijos, asi el Sefior siente ternura por quienes lo temen> (Sal 103,13). En la sinago-
ga, durante la oracion de los Salmos, José ciertamente habra oido el eco de que el
Dios de Israel es un Dios de ternura, que es bueno para todos y «su ternura alcanza
a todas las criaturas» ( Sal 145,9).

La historia de la salvacion se cumple creyendo «contra toda esperanza» (Rm
4,18) a través de nuestras debilidades. Muchas veces pensamos que Dios se basa
soOlo en la parte buena y vencedora de nosotros, cuando en realidad la mayoria de
sus designios se realizan a través y a pesar de nuestra debilidad. Esto es lo que ha-
ce que san Pablo diga: «Para que no me engria tengo una espina clavada en el cuer-
po, un emisario de Satanas que me golpea para que no me engria. Tres veces le he
pedido al Seinor que la aparte de mi, y él me ha dicho: "iTe basta mi gracia!, porque
mi poder se manifiesta plenamente en la debilidad”>» (2 Co 12,7-9).

Si esta es la perspectiva de la economia de Ila salvacion, debemos aprender a
aceptar nuestra debilidad con intensa ternura.”

FOR REFLECTION

From the Apostolic Letter “"Patris Corde”, on St. Joseph, by the Pope Francis

“"Joseph saw Jesus grow daily “in wisdom and in years and in divine and hu-
man favour” (Lk 2:52). As the Lord had done with Israel, so Joseph did with Jesus:
he taught him to walk, taking him by the hand; he was for him like a father who
raises an infant to his cheeks, bending down to him and feeding him (cf. Hos 11:3-
4).

In Joseph, Jesus saw the tender love of God: "As a father has compassion for
his children, so the Lord has compassion for those who fear him” (Ps 103:13).

In the synagogue, during the praying of the Psalms, Joseph would surely have
heard again and again that the God of Israel is a God of tender Ilove,[11] who is
good to all, whose “"compassion is over all that he has made” (Ps 145:9).

The history of salvation is worked out “in hope against hope” (Rom 4:18),
through our weaknesses. All too often, we think that God works only through our
better parts, yet most of his plans are realized in and despite our frailty. Thus Saint
Paul could say: “"To keep me from being too elated, a thorn was given me in the
flesh, a messenger of Satan to torment me, to keep me from being too elated. Three
times I appealed to the Lord about this, that it would leave me, but he said to me:
'My grace is sufficient for you, for power is made perfect in weakness’” (2 Cor 12:7-

Since this is part of the entire economy of salvation, we must learn to look up-
on our weaknesses with tender mercy.”
