SOBRE EL BAUTISMO QUE NOS HACE HI1JOS DE DIOS

Un autor espiritual contemporaneo, Henri Nouwen, sacerdote canadiense ya fallecido, nos invita a descu-

brir en nuestra identidad de “hijos e hijas de Dios” la clave sobre la que debemos construir nuestra vida, y la

certeza inconmovible sobre la que debera pivotar siempre nuestra esperanza:
“Tu verdadera identidad es ser hijo de Dios. Es ésta la identidad que debes aceptar.
Una vez que te has instalado en ella, puedes vivir en un mundo que te da mucha ale-
gria y también mucho dolor. Puedes recibir alabanzas o calumnias que llegan a ti co-
mo una ocasion para fortalecer tu identidad fundamental. Porque la identidad que te
hace libre ha clavado su ancla mas alla de toda alabanza y de toda calumnia humana.
Ti perteneces a Dios, y como hijo de Dios has sido enviado al mundo”.

Estamos acostumbrados a decir que “somos hijos de Dios” sin caer en la cuenta de lo que esto significa.
Nouwen nos ayuda a descubrir que tomar conciencia de “ser hijo/hija de Dios”, no so6lo saberlo sino creerlo
firmemente y sentirlo, es la mayor fuente de alegria y seguridad que podemos tener en nuestra vida. Nada de
lo que somos durara para siempre, nada de lo que tenemos durara para siempre, titulos, cargos, influencia,
poder... Lo que nadie podra quitarnos nunca es esa conexion intima con Dios, gracias a Jesus y su Pascua (a
la que fuimos incorporados por el Bautismo). Lo que somos ahora y siempre seremos por toda la eternidad se
resume en esta experiencia cristiana: Dios es mi Padre — yo soy su hijo.

TO REFLECT
ON THE BAPTISM THAT MAKES US CHILDREN OF GOD

A contemporary spiritual author, Henri Nouwen, a now-deceased Canadian priest, invites us to
discover in our identity as “sons and daughters of God” the key upon which we should build our
lives and the unshakable certainty upon which our hope must always rest:

“Your true identity is being a child of God. This is the identity you must accept.
Once you have embraced it, you can live in a world that brings you great joy
but also great pain. You can receive praise or slander as opportunities to
strengthen your fundamental identity. Because the identity that sets you free
has anchored itself beyond all human praise and slander. You belong to God,
and as a child of God, you have been sent into the world.”

We are used to saying, “We are children of God,” without realizing what this truly means. Nouwen
helps us understand that becoming aware of “being a child of God”—not only knowing it but firmly
believing it and feeling it—is the greatest source of joy and security we can have in our lives. Noth-
ing about who we are will last forever, and nothing we possess will endure forever: titles, positions,
influence, power... What no one can ever take away from us is that intimate connection with God,
thanks to Jesus and His Paschal Mystery (into which we were incorporated through Baptism). What
we are now and will be for all eternity is summed up in this Christian experience: God is my Fa-
ther—I am His child.
