In order to reach that zenith, the disci-
ples must have struggled. As we
know, climbing a mountain or hill is not
easy. But since they climbed, they
were able to witness that wonderful,
historical event in their lives.

What are we asked to do during Lent?

Mainly three things: fasting, prayer,
and almsgiving. While these might not
be easy, as we all know, they can be-
come easier when we embrace them
with love, consoling our minds with the
thought that this is what the Lord asks
of us during this Lent.

Perseverance is a gift from God. May
God grant this gift to all of us during
this Lent, so that we may do all things
joyfully, for the love of the Lord and for
our own sake, for our spiritual growth.

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God Speaks with Humans

God’s dated relationship with Moses in about
1280 BC enabled him to go back in Genesis an-
other 200 years to the times of Abram. This Se-
cond Sunday of Lent then, we return nearly 3250
years to trace the founding of the Old Testament
or Contract of God with humankind, the basis of
our revealed religion.

Abram had obeyed God, left his home, and trav-
eled south to Palestine. God spoke to him and
promised him a land and descendants numerous
as stars. The Virgin May recalled that in her Mag-
nificat. To seal God’s pledge to Abram a sacrifice
was needed. God told Abram to arrange the offer-
ing and gave the sign that it was accepted. Thus,
the Old Testament was sealed. For the New, God
sent the promised Savior to open the Kingdom
and sealed the contract with the sacrificial blood
of His Son, Jesus.

St. Paul, imitator of Christ, opened his heart to
beg the Philippians by imitating him to assure
their salvation. He had claimed that whatever he
taught, he did so after speaking with Christ. Paul
wept for those who would not hear and lamented
their destruction. Paul taught what Jesus did
about the inhabitants of heaven and hell. If Jesus
spoke, so it would be, “But our citizenship is in
heaven,” he pleaded; not only our souls, but our
bodies too are created to share the wondrous
glory of Jesus’ resurrected body.

The Transfiguration revealed the full nature of
Jesus. It also asserted how God entered the
acting out of His plan. It was just before Jesus
departed for Jerusalem where all He promised
would occur. He died, was buried, rose again.
He offered Himself on behalf of the weaknesses
and sins of human nature. His sacrifice did in-
deed seal a New Covenant. Peter, James, and
John, to face that awful horror, must be fortified.
Not only did they see Jesus in heaven’s glory,
but from the shadow of the cloud above them
the voice of the Father resounded, “This is my
chosen Son; listen to him.”

In St. Paul you and | have a marvelous, conse-
crated ambassador of Jesus, our Savior:

“Therefore, my brothers and sisters,

Mensaje del Santo Padre Francisco para la Cuaresma de 2025 sobre el tema «Caminemos juntos en la esperanza». (2)

Vamos en la misma direccion, hacia la misma meta, escuchandonos los unos a los otros con amor y paciencia.

En esta cuaresma, Dios nos pide que comprobemos si en nuestra vida, en nuestras familias, en los lugares donde
trabajamos, en las comunidades parroquiales o religiosas, somos capaces de caminar con los demés, de escuchar, de
vencer la tentacién de encerrarnos en nuestra autorreferencialidad, ocupandonos solamente de nuestras necesidades.
Preguntémonos ante el Sefior si somos capaces de trabajar juntos como obispos, presbiteros, consagrados y laicos, al
servicio del Reino de Dios; si tenemos una actitud de acogida, con gestos concretos, hacia las personas que se acercan a
nosotros y a cuantos estan lejos; si hacemos que la gente se sienta parte de la comunidad o si la marginamos. Esta es una
segunda llamada: la conversion a la sinodalidad.

En tercer lugar, recorramos este camino juntos en la esperanza de una promesa. La esperanza que no

defrauda (cf. Rmm 5,5), mensaje central del Jubileo, sea para nosotros el horizonte del camino cuaresmal hacia la victoria
pascual. Como nos ensefi6 el Papa Benedicto XVI en la Enciclica Spe salvi, «el ser humano necesita un amor
incondicionado. Necesita esa certeza que le hace decir: “Ni muerte, ni vida, ni 4ngeles, ni principados, ni presente, ni
futuro, ni potencias, ni altura, ni profundidad, ni criatura alguna podra apartarnos del amor de Dios, manifestado en
Cristo Jestis, Senor nuestro” ( Rm 8,38-39)». Jesus, nuestro amor y nuestra esperanza, ha resucitado, y vive y reina
glorioso. La muerte ha sido transformada en victoria y en esto radica la fe y la esperanza de los cristianos, en la
resurreccion de Cristo.

Esta es, por tanto, la tercera llamada a la conversion: la de la esperanza, la de la confianza en Dios y en su gran promesa,
la vida eterna. Debemos preguntarnos: ¢poseo la conviccion de que Dios perdona mis pecados, 0 me comporto como si
pudiera salvarme solo? ¢Anhelo la salvacion e invoco la ayuda de Dios para recibirla? ¢Vivo concretamente la esperanza
que me ayuda a leer los acontecimientos de la historia y me impulsa al compromiso por la justicia, la fraternidad y el
cuidado de la casa comiuin, actuando de manera que nadie quede atras?

Hermanas y hermanos, gracias al amor de Dios en Jesucristo estamos protegidos por la esperanza que no defrauda

(cf. Rm 5,5). La esperanza es “el ancla del alma”, segura y firme. En ella la Iglesia suplica para que «todos se

salven» (1 Tm 2,4) y espera estar un dia en la gloria del cielo unida a Cristo, su esposo. Asi se expresaba santa Teresa de
Jesus: «Espera, espera, que no sabes cuando vendra el dia ni la hora. Vela con cuidado, que todo se pasa con brevedad,
aunque tu deseo hace lo cierto dudoso, y el tiempo breve largo» ( Exclamaciones del alma a Dios, 15, 3).

Que la Virgen Maria, Madre de la Esperanza, interceda por nosotros y nos acompafie en el camino cuaresmal.

Message of His Holiness Pope Francis for lent 2025 “Let us journey together in hope” (2)

Let us all walk in the same direction, tending towards the same goal, attentive to one another in love and patience.

This Lent, God is asking us to examine whether in our lives, in our families, in the places where we work and spend our
time, we are capable of walking together with others, listening to them, resisting the temptation to become self-absorbed
and to think only of our own needs. Let us ask ourselves in the presence of the Lord whether, as bishops, priests, conse-
crated persons and laity in the service of the Kingdom of God, we cooperate with others. Whether we show ourselves wel-
coming, with concrete gestures, to those both near and far. Whether we make others feel a part of the community or keep
them at a distance. This, then, is a second call to conversion: a summons to synodality.

Third, let us journey together in hope, for we have been given a promise. May the hope that does not disap-
point (cf. Roms:5), the central message of the Jubilee, be the focus of our Lenten journey towards the victory of Easter.
As Pope Benedict XVI taught us in the Encyclical Spe Salvi, “the human being needs unconditional love. He needs the
certainty which makes him say: ‘neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to
come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God
in Christ Jesus our Lord’ (Rom 8:38-39)”. Christ, my hope, has risen! He lives and reigns in glory. Death has been trans-
formed into triumph, and the faith and great hope of Christians rests in this: the resurrection of Christ!

This, then, is the third call to conversion: a call to hope, to trust in God and his great promise of eternal life. Let us ask
ourselves: Am I convinced that the Lord forgives my sins? Or do I act as if I can save myself? Do I long for salvation and
call upon God’s help to attain it? Do I concretely experience the hope that enables me to interpret the events of history
and inspires in me a commitment to justice and fraternity, to care for our common home and in such a way that no one
feels excluded?

Sisters and brothers, thanks to God’s love in Jesus Christ, we are sustained in the hope that does not disappoint
(cf. Rom 5:5). Hope is the “sure and steadfast anchor of the soul”. It moves the Church to pray for “everyone to be
saved” (1 Tim 2:4) and to look forward to her being united with Christ, her bridegroom, in the glory of heaven. This was
the prayer of Saint Teresa of Avila: “Hope, O my soul, hope. You know neither the day nor the hour. Watch carefully, for
everything passes quickly, even though your impatience makes doubtful what is certain, and turns a very short time into
along one” (The Exclamations of the Soul to God, 15:3).

May the Virgin Mary, Mother of Hope, intercede for us and accompany us on our Lenten journey.
