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The Circuit is Completed

St. Luke followed his Gospel with a second
book, Acts of the Apostles. Our first reading
demonstrates why at times Acts is referred to as
the ‘Gospel of the Holy Spirit.” Jesus instructed the
Apostles through the Holy Spirit, says Acts. After
His Resurrection he continued to teach them for
about six weeks till it was time for Him to return to
the Father. Jesus told them to pray and
await, “The promise of the Father about which
you have heard me speak; for John baptized
with water, but in a few days you will be bap-
tized with the Holy Spirit.”

These were the last words of Jesus recorded by
Luke before the Ascension. Only Luke records
any details of the event, though at the Resurrec-
tion Jesus told Mary Magdalen that He had “not
yet ascended to the Father” (Jn 20:17). Mark gave
final orders of Jesus to the Apostles at table
sometime after His rising, and Mark ends, “So
then the Lord Jesus, after he spoke to them, was
taken up into heaven and took his seat at the right
hand of God” (Mk 16:19). Luke in much more detail
gives us more to pray over, and for that we must
be grateful.

Paul to the Ephesians (about thirty years after Je-
sus appeared to him) demonstrates that the As-
cension is established Christian belief. He pictures
Jesus not only risen from the tomb but sharing in
glory with the Father in heaven, “Raising him from
the dead and seating him at his right hand in the
heavens.” All things are subject to Him; He
governs as Head of the Church. This is the Je-
sus we adore.

Luke in his Gospel places Jesus about to as-
cend and speaking to the Apostles atop the
Mount of Olives. As did Mark, Luke too de-
scribed Jesus commissioning the twelve. He
was about to leave, and He explicitly created the
Apostolic Church to rule in His place on earth.
He said that the scriptures were fulfilled in Him;
that all has been for the forgiveness of sins. Fi-
nally, Jesus invoked the Holy Spirit saying, “And
behold | am sending the promise of my Father
upon you; but stay in the city until you are
clothed with power from on high.” This is the Ap-
ostolic Church, the Church in which we worship
the Truth of God,

Jesus Christ is LORD
to the glory of God, the Father. (Ph 2:11)

San Lucas siguié su Evangelio con un segundo li-
bro, los Hechos de los Apostoles. Nuestra primera
lectura demuestra por qué a veces se hace referen-
cia a Hechos como el 'Evangelio del Espiritu Santo'.
Jesus instruy6 a los Apdstoles a través del Espiritu
Santo, dice Hechos. Después de Su resurreccion,
continué ensefandoles durante unas seis semanas
hasta que llegd el momento de regresar al Pa-
dre. Jesus les dijo que oraran y esperaran: "La pro-
mesa del Padre de la cual me habéis oido ha-
blar; porque Juan bautizo con agua, pero dentro
de pocos dias vosotros seréis bautizados con el
Espiritu Santo".

Estas fueron las ultimas palabras de Jesus regis-
tradas por Lucas antes de la Ascensiéon. Solo Lu-
cas registra algunos detalles del acontecimiento,
aunque en la Resurreccion Jesus le dijo a Maria
Magdalena que “aun no habia subido al Pa-
dre" (Jn 20:17). Marcos dio las 6rdenes finales
de Jesus a los Apostoles en la mesa algun
tiempo después de su resurreccion, y Marcos ter-
mina: "Entonces el Senor Jesus, después de ha-
blarles, fue llevado al cielo y se sent6 a la diestra de
Dios" (Mc 16:19). Lucas, con mucho mas detalle,
nos da mas por qué orar, y por eso debemos estar
agradecidos.

Pablo a los Efesios (unos treinta afos después de
que Jesus se le aparecid) demuestra que la Ascen-
sidn es una creencia cristiana establecida. El repre-
senta a Jesus no solo resucitado de la tumba, sino
compartiendo la gloria con el Padre en el cielo,
“resucitandolo de entre los muertos y sentandolo
a su diestra en los cielos". Todas las cosas es-
tan sujetas a El; gobierna como Cabeza de la
Iglesia. Este es el Jesus que adoramos.

Lucas en su Evangelio situa a Jesus a punto de
ascender y hablando a los Apdstoles en la cima
del Monte de los Olivos. Al igual que Marcos, Lu-
cas también describié a Jesus comisionando a
los doce. El estaba a punto de irse, y cred expli-
citamente la Iglesia Apostdlica para gobernar en
Su lugar en la tierra. Dijo que las Escrituras se
cumplieron en El; que todo ha sido para el per-
dén de los pecados. Finalmente, Jesus invoco al
Espiritu Santo diciendo: "Y he aqui que envio so-
bre vosotros la promesa de mi Padre; pero qué-
date en la ciudad hasta que seas revestido de
poder de lo alto". Esta es la Iglesia Apostdlica, la
Iglesia en la que adoramos la Verdad de Dios,

Jesucristo es el Sefior
para la gloria de Dios, el Padre.
(Filipenses 2:11)

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PARA PENSAR...by Fr. Gustavo Martagon, SDB

Este afo se celebra el 75 aniversario de la proclamacién del dogma de la Asuncién de la Virgen Maria al cielo
en cuerpo y alma, un evento que tuvo lugar el 1 de noviembre de 1950, definido por el Papa Pio XII. Este
dogma, que afirma que Maria fue llevada al cielo en cuerpo y alma al final de su vida terrenal, es un elemento
central de la fe catdlica y de la tradicion mariana de muchas otras iglesias cristianas.

En este mes de mayo, en el que todavia estamos celebrando a la Virgen Maria, especialmente bajo la
advocacion de Auxiliadora de los Cristianos, podemos recordar este precioso texto de la Constitucion
Dogmatica Lumen Gentium, del Concilio Vaticano II, que nos recuerda el papel especialisimo de la Santisima
Virgen Maria en la economia de la salvacion: Ella puede ser nuestra Auxiliadora porque es Asunta al Cielo,
participando de la vida divina que Dios quiere para todos sus hijos por la Pascua de Jesucristo, su Hijo Unico,
nuestro Salvador:

“62. Esta maternidad de Maria en la economia de gracia perdura sin cesar desde el momento del asentimiento que presto
fielmente en la Anunciacion [...] Pues, asunta a los cielos, no ha dejado esta mision salvadora, sino que con su multiple interce-
sion continua obteniéndonos los dones de la salvacion eterna. Con su amor materno se cuida de los hermanos de su Hijo, que
todavia peregrinan y se hallan en peligros y ansiedad hasta que sean conducidos a la patria bienaventurada. Por este motivo, la
Santisima Virgen es invocada en la Iglesia con los titulos de Abogada, Auxiliadora, Socorro, Mediadora. Lo cual, sin embargo, ha
de entenderse de tal manera que no reste ni aiilada nada a la dignidad y eficacia de Cristo, tinico Mediador.”

Desde el corazon de Dios, Ella nos acompana, nos sostiene, nos fortalece, como Madre y Modelo de la Iglesia,
como un caso especialisimo de la Comunién de los Santos, esa solidaridad misteriosa pero real que se da entre
todos los miembros del Cuerpo de Cristo, al que hoy celebramos Ascendido a los Cielos. iViva Maria
Auxiliadora!iViva Cristo Rey!

This year marks the 75th anniversary of the proclamation of the dogma of the Assumption of the Virgin Mary
into heaven, body and soul—an event that took place on November 1, 1950, defined by Pope Pius XII. This
dogma, which affirms that Mary was taken into heaven body and soul at the end of her earthly life, is a central
element of the Catholic faith and of the Marian tradition of many other Christian churches.

In this month of May, in which we are still celebrating the Virgin Mary, especially under the title of Help of
Christians, we can recall this beautiful passage from the Dogmatic Constitution Lumen Gentium, of the Se-
cond Vatican Council, which reminds us of the most special role of the Blessed Virgin Mary in the economy of
salvation: She can be our Helper because she is Assumed into Heaven, sharing in the divine life that God de-
sires for all His children through the Easter of Jesus Christ, His Only Son, our Savior:

“62. This motherhood of Mary in the order of grace continues uninterruptedly from the consent
which she faithfully gave at the Annunciation [...] For, assumed into heaven, she has not laid
aside this saving role, but by her manifold intercession continues to bring us the gifts of eternal
salvation. By her maternal love she cares for the brothers and sisters of her Son, who still journey
on earth surrounded by dangers and difficulties, until they are led into the blessed homeland. For
this reason, the Blessed Virgin is invoked in the Church under the titles of Advocate, Helper,
Benefactress, and Mediatrix. This, however, is to be so understood that it neither takes away from
nor adds anything to the dignity and efficacy of Christ the one Mediator.”

From the heart of God, she accompanies us, sustains us, strengthens us, as Mother and Model of the Church,
as a most special case of the Communion of Saints—that mysterious but real solidarity among all members of
the Body of Christ, whom today we celebrate as Ascended into Heaven.Long live

Mary Help of Christians! Long live Christ the King!
