From Difficulty to Glory

Mass this 5" Sunday of Easter refers often to Jesus,
Risen Savior and Shepherd, and to us, His flock who
follow Him. The reading from Acts points to a new
shepherd, Paul, taught by Jesus, and his companion
Barnabas. The Church never forgets the Passion,
nor does Paul forget: “It is necessary for us to un-
dergo many hardships to enter the kingdom of
God.” That lesson Paul learned from being stoned
and left for dead in Lystra. Yet, here are Paul and
Barnabas returning from the first missionary journey
and visiting Lystra and other cities that had stirred up
mortal hatred for Paul and what he preached

In the Book of Revelation, the Apostle John takes us
beyond the bounds of earth to ‘a new heaven and a
new earth.” This is the Church, the bride of Christ in
glory. Not only Paul and Barnabas are apostles of
the Gospel, but also the flock, We too, by our lives
are to preach the Name of Christ on earth and be-
come citizens of the new kingdom. We hear the loud
voice from the Throne, “Behold, God’s dwelling is
with the human race.” He will be with us always
and we too will surround His Throne, “For there
shall be no more death or mourning, wailing or
pain, for the old order has passed away.” Our
destiny. Brothers and sisters of today, think of
that!

The Gospel invites us to the banquet of love. Ju-
das had already abandoned the Lord and left the
supper. Followers of Jesus even now by grave sin
break away from Him. What happened to Judas
forever can happen to an unrepentant sinner. Je-
sus prayed for the Apostles whom He had led to-
ward eternal life. But of Judas “None of them was
lost except the son of destruction” (Jn 17:12). Jesus
also prayed for those who would believe the Apos-
tles. In the shadow of this event Jesus spoke a new
law, “I give you a new commandment. Love one
another. As | have loved you, so you also should
love one another. This is how all will know you are
my disciples, if you have love for one anoth-
er.” Money, power, sensuality, inflated self-esteem
can lead to ‘destruction.” But Love leads to life
with the Lover of humankind forever.

DEVOTION TO MARY HELP OF CHRIS-
TIANS ACCORDING TO DON BOSCO AND
ITS RELATIONSHIP WITH THE CHURCH
Saint John Bosco fervently promoted devotion to
Mary Help of Christians, convinced that the Virgin
had a special role in protecting the Church and in
the salvation of the young. He often said, “She has
done everything,” acknowledging that many of the
works of the Salesians were born and grew thanks
to Mary’s maternal help.

Don Bosco was inspired by the title “Help of
Christians,” which is part of the Litany of Loreto,
and which Pope Pius VII especially promoted after
his liberation from Napoleonic captivity, attributing
it to the Virgin’s intercession. For Don Bosco, this
title reflected not only Mary’s protection in difficult
times for the Church, but also her constant help in
the spiritual and daily lives of the faithful. Don
Bosco saw in Mary Help of Christians a powerful
and close mother, who guides, protects, and accom-
panies Christians—especially the young and those
who work for the salvation of souls. That is why he
built the great Shrine of Mary Help of Christians
in Turin, as a visible sign of this trust, where it is
inscribed: “This is my house; from here my glory
shall go forth.”

This devotion is not something separate from the
Church, but is deeply united with it: Mary is the
Mother of the Church, and her help is a gift from
God to strengthen the faith of the Christian people.
Don Bosco promoted this devotion not as some-
thing optional, but as a sure path to closeness with
Jesus, in the style of Mary. May we also promote
with great devotion love for the Eucharist and for
Mary as our Help in difficult times.
