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Early Church Membership

All was not perfect in the Apostolic Church. On this
Sixth Sunday of Easter, Acts relates the decision of
the Council of Jerusalem settling a bitter debate.
Converts in the Holy City heard of the Apostle Paul’s
success in bringing Gentiles to the faith. The Jews
argued that to be saved Gentiles must not only be
baptized but also circumcised. They sent envoys to
Antioch who were causing dismay. Peter had re-
turned from preaching along the coast and was pre-
sent. James, “brother of Jesus,” was Bishop of Jeru-
salem.

The debate was not pleasant until Peter stepped in,
and silence fell upon all. He reminded them that he
too had baptized a whole household of pagans in
Caesarea at God’s clear intervention. Hence, the
awesome words of the decree from James, “It seems
to the Holy Spirit and to us,” and he proceeded to list
just a few commonplace rules. Thus, Paul and Bar-
nabas’s work for the Nations opened a great new
harvest and allowed Her to be truly universal, Catho-
lic, open to all.

Our Church extends to the dwelling place of God. St.
John in saw “The holy city Jerusalem coming down
out of heaven from God.” On its gated walls were
names of the twelve sons of Israel, but without
doubt John’s vision was of the Church, for the
foundation of the massive wall had twelve courses
bearing the names of the Apostles, and “[The City]
gleamed with the splendor of God. It needed no
temple, for “Its temple is the Lord God almighty
and the Lamb.” Loss of citizenship in the City of
God occurs only if one chooses to die in the state
of mortal sin.

Then, in John’s Gospel, Jesus presents Himself as
the way to heaven. “Whoever loves me will keep
my word, and my Father will love him, and we will
come to him and make our dwelling with
him.” Thus, our love for Jesus and willingness to
follow Him begins here on earth, but it ends in the
glory of heaven. Later, at the Supper, Jesus again
spoke of Himself: “No one has greater love than
this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.” Can'’t
our lives respect this priceless love of Jesus for us?

“As the Father loves me, so | also love you.
Remain in my love” (Jn 15:9).

Membresia de la Iglesia Primitiva

No todo era perfecto en la Iglesia Apostdlica. En este
sexto domingo de Pascua, Hechos relata la decision
del Concilio de Jerusalén que zanjoé un agrio debate. Los
conversos de la Ciudad Santa se enteraron del éxito del
apostol Pablo en llevar a los gentiles a la fe. Los judios
argumentaban que para ser salvos, los gentiles no solo
debian ser bautizados, sino también circuncidados. En-
viaron emisarios a Antioquia que estaban causando cons-
ternacion. Pedro habia regresado de predicar a lo largo de
la costa y estaba presente. Santiago, "hermano de Jesus",
fue obispo de Jerusalén.

El debate no fue agradable hasta que Pedro intervino, y el
silencio se apoderd de todos. Les recordd que ¢l también
habia bautizado a toda una familia de paganos en Cesarea
con la clara intervencion de Dios. De ahi las asombrosas
palabras del decreto de Santiago: "A/ Espiritu Santo y a
nosotros nos parece”, y procedié a enumerar solo algunas
reglas comunes. Asi, la obra de Pablo y Bernabé en favor
de las naciones abri6 una gran cosecha nueva y le permi-
tid ser verdaderamente universal, catolica, abierta a to-
dos.

Nuestra Iglesia se extiende hasta la morada de Dios, San
Juan vio: "La ciudad santa de Jerusalén descendiendo
del cielo, de Dios". En sus muros cerrados estaban los
nombres de los doce hijos de Israel, pero sin duda la
vision de Juan era de la Iglesia, porque los cimientos
de la enorme muralla tenian doce hileras con los

nombres de los apdstoles, y "/La ciudad] resplande-
cia con el esplendor de Dios. No necesitaba templo,
porque "su templo es el Seiior Dios todopoderoso y el
Cordero”. La pérdida de la ciudadania en la Ciudad de
Dios ocurre solo si uno elige morir en el estado de pe-
cado mortal.

Luego, en el Evangelio de Juan, Jesus se presenta a si
mismo como el camino al cielo. "El que me ama guar-
dara mi palabra, y mi Padre lo amard, y vendremos a
él y habitaremos con él". Por lo tanto, nuestro amor
por Jesus y nuestra voluntad de seguirlo comienza
aqui en la tierra, pero termina en la gloria del cielo.
M3s tarde, en la Cena, Jesus volvid a hablar de si mis-
mo: "Nadie tiene amor mds grande que este, dar la vida
por sus amigos"”. ¢No pueden nuestras vidas respetar
este amor inestimable de Jesus por nosotros?

DEVOTION TO MARY HELP OF CHRIS-
TIANS ACCORDING TO DON BOSCO AND
ITS RELATIONSHIP WITH THE CHURCH
Saint John Bosco fervently promoted devotion to
Mary Help of Christians, convinced that the Virgin
had a special role in protecting the Church and in
the salvation of the young. He often said, “She has
done everything,” acknowledging that many of the
works of the Salesians were born and grew thanks
to Mary’s maternal help.

Don Bosco was inspired by the title “Help of
Christians,” which is part of the Litany of Loreto,
and which Pope Pius VII especially promoted after
his liberation from Napoleonic captivity, attributing
it to the Virgin’s intercession. For Don Bosco, this
title reflected not only Mary’s protection in difficult
times for the Church, but also her constant help in
the spiritual and daily lives of the faithful. Don
Bosco saw in Mary Help of Christians a powerful
and close mother, who guides, protects, and accom-
panies Christians—especially the young and those
who work for the salvation of souls. That is why he
built the great Shrine of Mary Help of Christians
in Turin, as a visible sign of this trust, where it is
inscribed: “This is my house; from here my glory
shall go forth.”

This devotion is not something separate from the
Church, but is deeply united with it: Mary is the
Mother of the Church, and her help is a gift from
God to strengthen the faith of the Christian people.
Don Bosco promoted this devotion not as some-
thing optional, but as a sure path to closeness with
Jesus, in the style of Mary. May we also promote
with great devotion love for the Eucharist and for
Mary as our Help in difficult times.
