REFLECTION

Persistence in Prayer

Last Sunday we were confronted with examples
of ‘generosity’, and our Church advised us, ‘go
and do likewise.” The good Lord Jesus was to be
for us the greatest example of self-giving. This
17" Sunday we are challenged to make ‘per-
sistence in prayer’ a key part of our Christian and
pastoral life. Abraham of the Old Testament is
once more offered to us as an example of how to

pray.

This Sunday’s example makes us smile as Abra-
ham with compassionate heart tried to whittle
away at God'’s intention to destroy the sinful city of
Sodom where his nephew Lot lived. Standing with
God above the city, Abrahan pleaded for clemen-
cy if only fifty innocent people could be found in
the city, thence all the way down to ten. God was
willing, but the wickedness of Sodom was so
great that they had sexual desire for the two an-
gels sent by God to discover the true depth of evil
that endangered Lot, his wife, and their two
daughters. These indeed were spared—five inno-
cent souls, not ten.

St. Paul t o the Colossians reminds us today of
what took place in us through Baptism. We were
buried with Christ; raised with Him; if dead in sin,
brought back to life by Him; forgiven by Him; the
bond of the old Law held against us obliterated,
gone from among us, nailed by Him to the Cross.
Through Baptism Christ has done all this, and we
ought in response to pray in thanksgiving as Paul
reveals for us the true and wondrous work of
Christ Our Lord.

Frequently in St. Luke’s Gospel, Jesus goes off by
Himself to pray. This Sunday’s Gospel treats of
one of those prayer vigils of Jesus. On that occa-
sion His followers were moved by the example
of Jesus’ prayer and as He returned, they asked
help with their own prayer. Jesus responded by
teaching them the ‘Our Father.” Then He added a
quality that all our prayer should have, and that
is ‘persistence,’ or patience. At Mass it would also
be well to remember that the Our Father is ours
because an Apostle said, “Lord, teach us how to

pray.”

Let us recall one more thing, that our prayer does
require faith. Jesus said, “Ask and you will re-
ceive.” “Seek and you will find.” “Knock and the
door will be opened.” He is ready to do His part.
For us, the stronger our faith, the better our
pray.er.

Persistencia en la oracion

El domingo pasado nos enfrentamos a ejemplos de
"generosidad”, y nuestra Iglesia nos aconsejo:
"Vayan y hagan lo mismo". El buen Sefor Jesus iba
a ser para nosotros el mayor ejemplo de entrega. Es-
te domingo 17 tenemos el desafio de hacer de /a
"persistencia en la oracion" una parte clave de nues-
tra vida cristiana y pastoral. Abraham del Antiguo
Testamento se nos ofrece una vez mas como un
ejemplo de cémo orar.

El ejemplo de este domingo nos hace sonreir cuando
Abraham con corazén compasivo traté de reducir la
intencion de Dios de destruir la ciudad pecaminosa
de Sodoma donde vivia su sobrino Lot. De pie con
Dios sobre la ciudad, Abrahan suplicé clemencia si
solo se podian encontrar cincuenta personas inocen-
tes en la ciudad, de alli hasta diez. Dios estaba dis-
puesto, pero la maldad de Sodoma era tan grande
que tenian deseo sexual de que los dos angeles en-
viados por Dios descubrieran la verdadera profun-
didad del mal que ponia en peligro a Lot, su esposa y
sus dos hijas. Estas se salvaron: cinco almas inocen-
tes, no diez.

San Pablo a los Colosenses nos recuerda hoy lo que
sucedié en nosotros a traves del Bautismo. Fuimos
sepultados con Cristo; resucitados con El; si esta
muerto en pecado, resucitado por El; perdonado por
El; el vinculo de la antigua Ley que se tenia contra
nosotros se borro, se fue de entre nosotros, fue
clavado por El en la Cruz. A través del Bautismo,
Cristo ha hecho todo esto, y debemos orar en accién
de gracias cuando Pablo nos revela la verdadera y
maravillosa obra de Cristo Nuestro Sefor.

Con frecuencia, en el Evangelio de San Lucas, Jesus
se va solo a orar. El Evangelio de este domingo trata
de una de esas vigilias de oracion de Jesus. En esa
ocasion, sus seguidores se sintieron conmovidos por
el ejemplo de la oracidén de Jesus vy, al regresar, pidi-
eron ayuda con su propia oracion. Jesus respondio
ensefnandoles el 'Padre Nuestro'. Luego agregd una
cualidad que toda nuestra oracién deberia tener, y es
la ‘persistencia’ o paciencia. En la Misa también seria
bueno recordar que el Padre Nuestro es nuestro
porque un Apdéstol dijo: "Sefior, enséfianos a orar".

Recordemos una cosa mas, que nuestra oracion
requiere fe. Jesus dijo: "Pide y recibiras". "Busca y
encontraras". "Llama y se abrira la puerta". El esta
listo para hacer Su parte. Para nosotros, cuanto mas
fuerte sea nuestra fe, mejor sera nuestra oracion.

“20. Puesto que la celebracion de la Eucaristia, como toda la Litur-
gia, se realiza por medio de signos sensibles, por los cuales se alimenta,

En este numero 20 de la Ordenaciéon General del Misal Romano se
habla de “los signos sensibles” a través de los cuales se realiza la liturgia:
es decir, oraciones, cantos, gestos, ornamentos, objetos... todo ello debe
ser verdaderamente significativo, expresivo, cuidado, limpio, en buenas
condiciones materiales... que se vea y se oiga con facilidad...

La finalidad esta clara: “favorecer la participacion activa y plena... y
el aprovechamiento de los fieles”: se participa cuando pueden oirse con
claridad las lecturas, cuando los cantos son participados por la comuni-
dad, cuando los gestos de la misa son expresivos y bien hechos, cuando los
elementos materiales estan cuidados... Esta claro que nada de esto susti-
tuye al corazéon bien dispuesto de cada uno de los fieles, pero ayudara a
quien lo esté a una participacion mas fructifera.

LITURGICAL CORNER

“20. Since the celebration of the Eucharist, like all liturgy, is carried
out through perceptible signs by which faith is nourished, strengthened,
and expressed, great care should be taken to choose and arrange those
Jorms and elements proposed by the Church which, taking into account
the circumstances of people and places, most effectively foster active and
Jull participation and respond best to the spiritual benefit of the faith-
ﬁl L”

This paragraph 20 from the General Instruction of the Roman Missal
speaks of the “perceptible signs” through which the liturgy is carried out—
that is, prayers, songs, gestures, vestments, sacred objects... All of these
must be truly meaningful, expressive, well cared for, clean, in good physi-
cal condition... visible and audible without difficulty...

The purpose is clear: “to foster active and full participation... and the
spiritual benefit of the faithful.” Participation is made easier when the
readings can be heard clearly, when the songs are sung by the whole com-
munity, when the gestures of the Mass are expressive and well executed,
and when the physical elements used are treated with care. Of course,
none of this can replace a heart that is open and ready to encounter God—
but it will certainly help those who are disposed to participate more fruit-

fully.
