Share the stories of those who bring
the light of Christ to places marked
by material poverty, persecution, or
spiritual longing. Invite the faithful to
pray and give generously, reminding
then that our own country was once
a mission territory, built through the
sacrifices of missionary priests and
the Igupport of Catholic around the
world.

Let us pray that the Holy Spirit will
renew Iin us the fire of the early
Church, that we might become true
Missionaries of Hope, and that our
faithful may grow in missionary
awareness an solidarity.

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REFLECTION

Give Thanks to the Lord

The readings on this 28" Sunday in Ordinary Time C
place us in very deep water. From Old Testament to
New, we are confronted with tremendous miracles that
arise out of faith — It seems, though, not today. Is that
true? Let us think. Let us pray.

First, the prophet Elisha, successor to great Elijah, and
Naaman, miliary leader of the Babylonians, victim of
leprosy, seeking a cure. Elisha makes a simple de-
mand of him, that he bathe in the Jordan. Naaman re-
sists until his friends convince him to do so, and he is
cured — and converted! He returned to Babylon with
some of Israel’s soil, swearing to adore no other God
but Yahweh. What are we

told?

That God does have power to heal. That those close to
Naaman helped him defeat his reluctance and believe.
Does it convince us? ... Good! Our God has unlimited
power to heal, or as the Psalm today reinforces

us, “The Lord has revealed [also] to the nations
his saving power.” He is God of all.

Second, Paul to Timothy shows that God does
not always reveal his power, even for His be-
loved. We must grant Him that. His ways are dif-
ficult to fathom. In the course of his discovery,
Paul wrote that chains could not impede the
Gospel. We add, nor could death. Paul left us
profound truths about God, that suffering for
those to whom he preached, dying for them,
meant to live forever. He was chained, but the
word of God was not. “Therefore, | bear with every-
thing for the sake of those who are chosen.” We die
to live. Can our faith reach that? Pail challenges to
keep the goal of life eternal an unshakeable article
of faith.

Third, our Gospel, Jesus healing, and suppose we
accept leprosy as an image of the damage of sin.
Suppose it is we who are afflicted and who among
others beg forgiveness from Jesus, and it is given.
Then today’s Gospel can be taken as meant to rea-
waken in us too, gratitude for being healed from sin.
Jesus had been passing, and we, in repentant faith
had been forgiven. Jesus yearned for thanks after
His astounding healing, not of one but ten leprous
souls! Are we among the healed? Saved souls owe
Jesus' gratitude.

Lord , hear our thanks. Be always with us!

Den gracias al Sefior

Las lecturas de este 28° Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario -
Ciclo C nos llevan a aguas muy profundas. Desde el An-
tiguo Testamento hasta el Nuevo, nos enfrentamos a tre-
mendos milagros que surgen de la fe —aunque hoy,
parece que no es asi. jEs cierto? Pensemos. Oremos.

Primero, el profeta Eliseo, sucesor del gran Elias, y
Naaman, jefe militar de los babilonios, victima de la lepra,
buscando una cura. Eliseo le hace una peticiéon sencilla:
que se bafe en el Jordan. Naaman se resiste, hasta que
sus amigos lo convencen, y es curado —jy convertido!
Regres6 a Babilonia con algo de tierra de Israel, jurando
adorar solo al Dios Yahvé. ;Qué se nos dice aqui?

Que Dios si tiene poder para sanar. Que quienes estaban
cerca de Naaman lo ayudaron a superar su resistencia y
creer. ;Nos convence eso? ... iBien! Nuestro Dios tiene
poder ilimitado para sanar, o como el Salmo de hoy nos
reafirma:

“El Sefor ha dado a conocer su victoria, ha revelado a las
naciones su justicia.” El es Dios de todos.

Segundo, Pablo a Timoteo muestra que Dios no siempre
manifiesta su poder, incluso para sus amados. Debemos
concederle eso. Sus caminos son dificiles de comprender.
En su proceso de descubrimiento, Pablo escribio que las
cadenas no podian impedir el Evangelio. Y agregamos:
tampoco la muerte. Pablo nos dejoé profundas verdades
sobre Dios, que sufrir por aquellos a quienes predicaba,
incluso morir por ellos, significaba vivir para siempre. El
estaba encadenado, pero la Palabra de Dios no lo estaba.
“Por eso soporto todo por el bien de los elegidos.”

Desde el ambo6n se proclaman tnicamente las lecturas, el salmo responsorial y el
pregon pascual; también puede tenerse la homilia y proponer las intenciones de la
Oracion universal. La dignidad del amboén exige que a él solo suba el ministro de la
Palabra.

LITURGICAL CORNER
GENERAL INSTRUCTION OF THE ROMAN MISSAL.
The Ambon

309. The dignity of the word of God requires that the church have a place that is suita-
ble for the proclamation of the word and toward which the attention of the whole con-
gregation of the faithful naturally turns during the Liturgy of the Word.

It is appropriate that this place be ordinarily a stationary ambo and not simply a mov-
able lectern. The ambo must be located in keeping with the design of each church in
such a way that the ordained ministers and lectors may be clearly seen and heard by
the faithful.

From the ambo only the readings, the responsorial Psalm, and the Easter Proclama-
tion (Exsultet) are to be proclaimed; it may be used also for giving the homily and for
announcing the intentions of the Prayer of the Faithful. The dignity of the ambo re-
quires that only a minister of the word should go up to it.
