GREETING

Receive my warmest greetings.

Last week, Pope Leo XIV gave us the
first document of his pontificate —
the Apostolic Exhortation Dilexi te (“I
Have Loved You”) — on “love for the
poor.” In it, he says:

103. “[...] We must feel the urgency to
invite everyone to immerse them-
selves in this river of light and life
that flows from recognizing Christ in
the face of those in need and those
who suffer. Love for the poor is an
essential element in God’s history
with us, and from the heart of the
Church it bursts forth as a continual
call within the hearts of believers —
both in communities and in each of
the faithful. [...] In fact, every renewal
in the life of the Church has always
had as a priority the preferential at-
tention to the poor...

104. The Christian cannot regard the
poor merely as a social problem [...]
Our relationship with them cannot be
reduced to an activity. [...] We are
called to dedicate time to the poor, to
offer them kind attention, to listen to
them with care, to accompany them
in their most difficult moments —
choosing them to share hours, weeks,
or even years of our lives — and
seeking, from their perspective, the
transformation of their situation.”

In paragraph 70, he quotes Saint
John Bosco:

“With the same spirit, in Turin, Saint
John Bosco began the Salesian work,
founded on the three principles of the
‘preventive system’ — reason, reli-
gion, and loving-kindness.”

And in paragraph 74, he recalls Saint
Frances Cabrini:

“Saint Frances Cabrini, born in Italy
and naturalized in the United States,
became the first U.S. citizen to be
canonized. To fulfill her mission of
serving immigrants, she crossed the
Atlantic several times and, moved by
remarkable courage, began from
nothing the building of schools, hos-
pitals, and orphanages...”

This document from Pope Leo invites
us to take very seriously the fifth pas-
toral priority of our parish for this
year, when we say:

‘To promote our parish’s concern for
those most in need, by establishing
concrete ways to make that happen.’
Have a joyful Sunday, the Lord’s Day.

transformacion de su situacion”.

En el nimero 70 cita a San Juan Bosco,
“Con el mismo espiritu, en Turin, san
Juan Bosco inicio la obra salesiana,
basada en los tres principios del
“sistema preventivo” —razon, religion
y amor”.

Y en el nimero 74 a Santa Francesca
Cabrini: “Santa Francisca Cabrini,
nacida en Italia y naturalizada
estadounidense, se convirti6 en la
primera ciudadana de los Estados
Unidos en ser canonizada. Para
cumplir su misiéon de atender a los
emigrantes, cruzé el Atlantico varias
veces e impulsada por una singular
audacia, empez6 de la nada la
construccion de escuelas, hospitales y
orfanatos...”

Este documento del Papa Leén nos

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REFLECTION

Facing Lile’s Battles

Within the scriptures of 29" Sunday C lie consoling
words well worth repeating, “Our help is from the
Lord who made heaven and earth” (Ps
121:2). People who by the grace of God have
made this belief a basic conviction of their
lives are among the most calm and cheerful
dwellers on earth.

In Exodus, the liberated Hebrews approached the
Mountain of God. A Chaldean warrior named Ama-
lek sought to destroy them. He had little chance of
success, for the mighty Creator God was their help.
Moses directed his battle chief Joshua to engage the
Arab Amalekites as he, Aaron, and Hur prayed. Mo-
ses with extended arms was supported by the oth-
ers, and by trust in God the battle was won, and the
Hebrews marched on in peace toward Mt. Sinai.
Prayer and trust brought them to God.

In Christian history Paul taught Timothy how he and
the Ephesians must be engaged in spiritual battle
against paganism. As with Moses above, it hung on
persistent, patient faith in God’s powerful help.
Through the scriptures and in Jesus the Lord the
Ephesians would find strength. They would grow in
righteousness before God and find salvation. Thus,
from Exodus we have a lesson of persistent prayer,
and through Paul’'s advice to Timothy and the Ephe-
sians, we learn of spiritual combat needed to live
righteously that leads to the Throne of God.

From the Gospel, trustingly we seek further help
through the advice of Jesus. The Alleluia verse from
the letter to the Hebrews urges that we listen atten-
tively to what Jesus teaches: “The word of God
is living and effective, discerning reflections and
thoughts of the heart” (Heb 4:12).

Then, the Gospel parable of the unjust judge also
teaches persistence. Put yourself in the widow’s
place and fight the stubborn ill will of the judge. be
convinced of the righteousness of your bat-
tle and trust in the just Lord. Even if He does not
immediately answer, your prayer will not end. Be
calm, remain at ease. Trust. Continue to pray, for
Jesus encourages, “Will not God then secure the
rights of his chosen ones who call out to him day
and night?” Yet, God’s Will always prevails for our
good, and as said Mary so should we,

“Be it done to me according to your word!”

REFLEXION

Enfrentando las batallas de la Vida

Dentro de las escrituras del 29° domingo C se encuen-
tran palabras consoladoras que vale la pena repetir:
"Nuestra ayuda viene del Sefior que hizo el cielo y la
tierra" (Sal 121:2). Las personas que, por la gracia
de Dios, han hecho de esta creencia una conviccién
basica de sus vidas se encuentran entre los habi-
tantes mas tranquilos y alegres de la tierra.

En Exodo, los hebreos liberados se acercaron a la
Montafia de Dios. Un guerrero caldeo llamado Amalec
traté de destruirlos. Tenia pocas posibilidades de éxito,
porque el poderoso Dios Creador era su ayuda. Moisés
ordend a su jefe de batalla Josué que se enfrentara a
los amalecitas arabes mientras él, Aaron y Hur oraban.
Moisés con los brazos extendidos fue apoyado por los
demas, y por la confianza en Dios se gano la batalla, y
los hebreos marcharon en paz hacia el monte Sinai. La
oracioén y la confianza los llevaron a Dios.

En la historia cristiana, Pablo ensefid a Timoteo cémo
él y los efesios debian participar en una batalla espir-
itual contra el paganismo. Al igual que con Moisés arri-
ba, dependia de una fe persistente y paciente en la
poderosa ayuda de Dios. A través de las Escrituras y
en JesuUs el Sefor, los efesios encontrarian fortaleza.
Crecerian en justicia ante Dios y encontrarian la
salvacion. Por lo tanto, de Exodo tenemos una leccion
de oracion persistente, y a través del consejo de Pablo
a Timoteo y a los efesios, aprendemos sobre el com-
bate espiritual necesario para vivir con rectitud que
conduce al Trono de Dios.

En el Evangelio, con confianza buscamos mas ayuda a
través del consejo de Jesus. El versiculo Aleluya de la
carta a los Hebreos insta a escuchar atentamente lo

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RINCON LITURGICO

Ordenacion General del Misal Romano. SEDE PARA EL SACERDOTE CELEBRANTE Y OTRAS SILLAS

310. La sede del sacerdote celebrante debe significar su ministerio de presidente de la asam-
blea y de moderador de la oraciéon. Por lo tanto, su lugar mas adecuado es vuelto hacia el
pueblo, al fondo del presbiterio, a no ser que la estructura del edificio u otra circunstancia lo
impidan, por ejemplo, si por la gran distancia se torna dificil la comunicacion entre el sacer-
dote y la asamblea congregada, o si el tabernaculo esta situado en la mitad, detras del altar.
Evitese, ademas, toda apariencia de trono. Asimismo, disponganse en el presbiterio sillas pa-
ra los sacerdotes concelebrantes... Pongase la silla del diacono cerca de la sede del celebran-
te. Para los demas ministros, coloquense las sillas de tal manera que claramente se distingan

de las sillas del clero y que les permitan cumplir con facilidad el ministerio que se les ha con-
Sfiado.

Un nimero muy préactico de la O.G.M.R., y lleno también de significado: La sede del presidente de la celebra-
cion tiene que ser un lugar desde donde el sacerdote que preside pueda ver y ser visto con comodidad. Su pa-
pel presidencial y moderador de la accion littrgica asi lo requiere. El representa a Cristo que congrega a su
pueblo. Los demaés sacerdotes, concelebran. Y los otros ministros pueden estar en el presbiterio, siempre que
su lugar y asiento se distingan de los del clero, pero que puedan realizar con facilidad las funciones que se les
asignan.

LITURGICAL CORNER

General Instruction of the Roman Missal. THE CHAIR FOR THE PRIEST CELEBRANT AND OTHER SEATS

310. The chair of the priest celebrant should express his role of presiding over the gathering
and directing the prayer. Therefore, its most suitable place is facing the people, at the back of
the sanctuary, unless the structure of the building or some other circumstance prevents this
— for example, if the distance makes communication between the priest and the assembled
Jaithful difficult, or if the tabernacle is positioned in the center behind the altar. Any appeanr-
ance of a throne should be carefully avoided. Likewise, in the sanctuary, seats should be ar-
ranged for the concelebrating priests. The deacon’s chair should be placed near the chair of
the celebrant. For the other ministers, the seats should be arranged in such a way that they
are clearly distinct from those of the clergy and that they allow the ministers to carry

out their assigned functions easily.

A very practical and meaningful paragraph of the General Instruction of the Roman Missal:
The presider’s chair must be placed where the priest who leads the celebration can both see and be easily seen.

His role as the one who presides and directs the liturgical action requires this. He represents Christ who gath-
ers his people.

The other priests concelebrate, and the other ministers may also be in the sanctuary, provided that their plac-
es and seats are clearly distinct from those of the clergy, while still allowing them to carry out their assigned
ministries with ease.
