REFLECTION

A Wolf on the Fold

“The Assyrian came down like a wolf on the fold,” is
the way a famed British poet described the bloody
advance of Nebuchadnezzar up to the very gates of
Jerusalem. But by the intervention of God, the Baby-
lonian siege failed. Eighteen years later a new king,
succeeded. Jerusalem fell and the Babylonian Exile
of the elite, even Isaiah of a priestly family, began.
Habakuk’s prophetic view of history gives us much
to contemplate.

Habakuk lamented that despite his prayers for help,
God did not respond. And yes, at times for us our
prayers seem to fail. But there is always a reason.
Habakuk lamented the ill behavior of the Jews. They
were complacent and injustice abounded. It
brought ‘destruction, violence, and discord.’ At
times, our prayers too seem to fail. Could it also
be because of our improper behavior? The prophet
warned that current evil would hatch a new dark his-
tory. Punishment would come. The elite would be
the first to be exiled. As for us, we should noy care-
lessly join the evil about us. Instead, we must imitate
Habakuk’s prophesied “Just One,” Jesus!

The Psalm concurs. Change. Seek salvation. “If to-
day you hear his voice, harden not your
hearts.” God places these thoughts before us
because he wants us to be saved. We need
todo our part. Paul writing to Timo-
thy agrees. Do not be cowardly. “/ remind you.
Stir into flame the gift of God.” God’s inspiration to
must not linger as cold coals. Hear and act! Never
be ashamed of our Catholic Christian Faith!

And the Gospel. It contains a plea of Jesus, not
only to His Apostles, but that we too cooperate
with Him to increase our faith. The seed of faith in
us may be small, but it is strong and meant to
blossom. By the parable of the servant and his
master, Jesus states that God gives faith and ex-
pects us to work at our faith in _service to Him. We
are not only to hear what Jesus teaches, but
to Work at it. Should doubt arise, never tolerate it.
A Psalm cites how, by prayer and resolve.

call with all my heart; Lord, hear me,
I will keep your commands.
I call upon you, save me,
And I will do your will. (Ps 119: 145-146)

REFLEXION

Un Lobo sobre el Rebaino

"El asirio descendié como un lobo sobre el rebafio”, asi
describié un famoso poeta britanico el sangriento avance
de Nabucodonosor hasta las mismas puertas de Jeru-
salén. Pero por intervencion de Dios, el sitio babilonico
fracas6. Dieciocho afios después, un nuevo rey tuvo éx-
ito. Jerusalén cayé y comenzé el exilio babildnico de la
élite, incluso Isaias, de una familia sacerdotal. La visién
profética de la historia que ofrece Habacuc nos da mucho
para reflexionar.

Habacuc se lamentaba de que, a pesar de sus oraciones
pidiendo ayuda, Dios no respondia. Y si, a veces nuestras
oraciones también parecen no tener respuesta. Pero
siempre hay una razén. Habacuc se quejaba del mal com-
portamiento de los judios. Estaban complacientes y abun-
daba la injusticia. Eso trajo "destruccion, violencia y dis-
cordia". A veces, nuestras propias oraciones también
parecen no ser escuchadas. ¢Podria ser también a causa
de nuestra conducta inapropiada? El profeta advirtié que
el mal presente engendraria una nueva y oscura historia.
El castigo vendria. La élite seria la primera en ser exili-
ada. En cuanto a nosotros, no debemos unirnos a la mal-
dad que nos rodea con ligereza. En su lugar, debemos
imitar al "Justo" que profetizé Habacuc: jJesus!

El Salmo esta de acuerdo: Cambia. Busca la salvacion.
"Si hoy escuchan su voz, no endurezcan su corazon."
Dios nos pone estos pensamientos delante porque quiere
que seamos salvados. Nosotros debemos hacer nuestra
parte. Pablo, escribiendo a Timoteo, esta de acuerdo:
no seas cobarde. Te recuerdo: aviva el fuego del don de
Dios."

La inspiracion de Dios no debe quedarse como brasas
frias. jEscucha y actua! {Nunca te avergliences de nues-
tra fe catdlica cristiana!

Y el Evangelio. Contiene una suplica de Jesus, no solo a
sus apostoles, sino también a nosotros, para que coop-
eremos con El para aumentar nuestra fe. La semilla de la
fe en nosotros puede ser pequefa, pero es fuerte y esta
destinada a florecer. Por medio de la parabola del siervo y
su amo, Jesus nos ensefia que Dios da la fe y espera
que trabajemos nuestra fe en servicio a El. No solo
debemos escuchar lo que Jesus ensefia, sino trabajar en
ello. Si surge la duda, nunca la toleres. Un Salmo nos
muestra como, con oracién y determinacion:

Clamo con todo mi corazon: Seescuchame,
y cumpliré tus mandamientos.
A ti te llamo: salvame,
y quardaré tus preceptos(Salmo 119:141-
146)

276. La turificacion o incensacion expresa reverencia y oracion, tal como se indica en la Sagrada
Escritura (cfr. Sal 140, 2; Ap 8, 3).

El incienso puede usarse a voluntad en cualquier forma de Misa:

a) durante la procesion de entrada;

b) al inicio de la Misa para incensar la cruz y el altar;

¢) para la procesion y proclamacion del Evangelio;

d) después de ser colocados el pan y el vino sobre el altar, para incensar las ofrendas, la cruz y el
altar, asi como al sacerdote y al pueblo;

e) En la elevacion de la Hostia y del caliz después de la consagracion.

277. El sacerdote, cuando pone incienso en el turibulo, lo bendice con el signo de cruz sin decir
nada.

Antes y después de la incensacién se hace inclinaciéon profunda a la persona o al objeto que se
inciensa, exceptuados el altar y las ofrendas para el sacrificio de la Misa.

Con tres movimientos del turibulo se inciensan el Santisimo Sacramento, las reliquias de la santa
Cruz y las imagenes del Sefior expuestas para publica veneracion, las ofrendas para el sacrificio de la
Misa, la cruz del altar, el Evangeliario, el cirio pascual, el sacerdote y el pueblo.

Con dos movimientos del turibulo se inciensan las reliquias y las imagenes de los Santos expuestas
para publica veneracién, y tinicamente al inicio de la celebracion, después de la incensacion del altar.

LITURGICAL CORNER

GENERAL INSTRUCTION OF THE ROMAN MISSAL. Incensation

276. Thurification or incensation is an expression of reverence and of prayer, as is signified in Sa-

cred Scripture (cf. Ps 141 [140]:2, Rev 8:3).

Incense may be used if desired in any form of Mass:

During the Entrance procession;

At the beginning of Mass, to incense the cross and the altar;

At the Gospel procession and the proclamation of the Gospel itself;

After the bread and the chalice have been placed upon the altar, to incense the offerings, the cross,
and the altar, as well as the priest and the people;

At the showing of the host and the chalice after the consecration.

277. The priest, having put incense into the thurible, blesses it with the sign of the Cross, without

saying anything.

Before and after an incensation, a profound bow is made to the person or object that is incensed, ex-

cept for the incensation of the altar and the offerings for the Sacrifice of the Mass.

The following are incensed with three swings of the thurible: the Most Blessed Sacrament, a relic of

the Holy Cross and images of the Lord exposed for public veneration, the offerings for the sacrifice of

the Mass, the altar cross, the Book of the Gospels, the Paschal Candle, the priest, and the people.

The following are incensed with two swings of the thurible: relics and images of the Saints exposed

for public veneration, which should be done, however, only at the beginning of the celebration, after

the incensation of the altar.
