With all our faults and limitations,
we are “children” of this Father and
Teacher of Youth. We give thanks
to God for the charism, the mis-
sion, and the spirituality we have
received from this great saint, Don
Bosco.

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REFLECTION
Two Worlds

Lard Jesus, when You taught the ‘Beatitudes,’ it might
seem that you intended to puzzle us. What you taught
there on the hillside seemed so contrary to our way of
thinking. Keep us company now as we seek to fathom
more deeply your meaning. Surely however, you did
want to tell us for our own good to stay aware that
there are two worlds, that of the Spirit, and that of the
earth.

Each of the ways of Jesus to happiness and holiness
begins with some lesser human experience that can
lead to greater happiness in a world beyond:

e Happy the poor in spirit. Having no desire for
wealth they gain the Kingdom of Heaven.

Happy the meek and lowly here, for they shall be
among the rulers in heaven.

Happy the hungry and thirsty here below; they will
be fully satisfied in life beyond.

Happy the merciful here, for they will be greeted
with mercy above.

Happy the clean of heart, pure of sin, for they will
see the splendor of God.

Happy the peacemakers, for in the next life they

will be gathered among God'’s children.

Lord Jesus, aren’t you saying that each ‘beatitude’ can
open a way to enter the joyous Kingdom of Heav-
en? Ah Jesus, isn’'t it that each burdensome way
though difficult does not prevent entry to the joyous
Kingdom of Heaven? Every lack or sadness borne by
your grace on earth will be replaced by the experience
of God in the Heavenly Kingdom. Blessed are we to
reach that ultimate Divine favor. Jesus’s conclusion of
this passage is marvelous.:

“‘Rejoicglad! Your reward will be
great heaven”

Zephaniah and Paul support us. The proph-
et says, “Those who shall take refuge in the name
of the LORD ... shall do no wrong and speak no
lies, [nor] be deceitful. [Thus] they shall pasture
and couch their flocks with none to disturb
them.” And for those feeling down, Paul
says, "God chose the lowly and despised of the
world, those who count for nothing, to reduce to
nothing those who are something, so that no hu-
man being might boast before God. It is due to
him that you are in Christ Jesus”. An old hymn
sings who God js: “Our health while we are living,
Our life when we shall die.”

Dos Mundos

Felices los pacificadores, porque en la préxima vida
estaran reunidos entre los hijos de Dios.

Sefior Jesus, ¢nho estas diciendo que cada
'bienaventuranza' puede abrir un camino para entrar en
el alegre Reino de los Cielos? Ah, Jesus, ¢no es que
cada camino pesado, aunque dificil, no impide la entra-
da al alegre Reino de los Cielos? Toda falta o tristeza
que soportara tu gracia en la tierra sera reemplazada
por la experiencia de Dios en el Reino Celestial. Bendi-
tos somos nosotros para alcanzar ese favor divino su-
premo. La conclusion de Jesus sobre este pasaje es
maravillosa.:
