40. San Justino, por su parte, en su primera Apologia, dirigida al emperador Adriano, al Senado y al
pueblo romano, explicaba que los cristianos llevaban a los necesitados todo lo que podian, porque
veian en ellos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo. Al escribir sobre la asamblea de oracion del primer
dia de la semana, destacaba que, en el centro de la liturgia cristiana, no se puede separar el culto a
Dios de la atencion a los pobres.

En efecto, en un momento determinado de la celebracion, «los que tienen algo y quieren, cada uno
segun su libre voluntad, dan lo que les parece bien, y lo que se ha recogido se entrega al presidente.
El lo distribuye a los huérfanos y viudas, a los que por enfermedad u otra causa estan necesitados, a
los que estan en las carceles, a los extranjeros de paso, en una palabra, se convierte en el proveedor
de todos los que se encuentran indigentes».

Asi, se da testimonio de que la Iglesia naciente no separaba el creer de la accion social: la fe que no
iba acompanada del testimonio de las obras, como habia ensefiado Santiago, se consideraba muerta
(cf. St 2,17).

THE WORDS OF POPE

APOSTOLIC EXHORTATION DILEXI TE
OF THE HOLY FATHER LEO XIV ON LOVE FOR THE POOR

40. For his part, Saint Justin, who addressed his First Apology to Emperor Adrian, the Senate and
people of Rome, explained that Christians bring all that they can to those in need because they see
them as brothers and sisters in Christ. Writing about the assembly gathered in prayer on the first
day of the week, he underscored that at the heart of the Christian liturgy, it is not possible to sepa-
rate the worship of God from concern for the poor.

Consequently, at a certain point in the celebration: “they who are well-to-do, and willing, give what
each thinks fit; and what is collected is deposited with the president, who succors the orphans and
widows, and those who, through sickness or any other cause, are in want, and those who are in
bonds, and the strangers sojourning among us, and in a word takes care of all who are in need.”

This demonstrates that the nascent Church did not separate belief from social action: faith without
witness through concrete actions was considered dead, as Saint James taught us (cf. 2:17).
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REFLECTION

More Than Any Man

A precious memory during the Christmas Sea-
son was of Joseph and Mary bringing Baby Jesus
to the Temple and offering Him back to God. They
heard Simeon proclaim the Child to
be ‘Salvation, ‘Light and Glory’ of nations. Likewise,
this second Sunday in Ordinary Time, we hear Isai-
ah centuries before state about the Messiah and
God’s Chosen People, “I will make you a light to
the nations, that my salvation may reach to the
ends of the earth.”

We, God’s Newly Chosen People, believe in
Christ. We accept that as St. Paul addressed the
Christians of Corinth, so he speaks to us, “You who
have been sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be
holy, with all those everywhere who call upon the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ, their Lord and
ours.” All of us Baptized in water of Spirit and Fre,
in water and Blood of Christ, are made holy, sanc-
tified, and saved. On Sundays ahead we will see
and learn from our Savior at work. Now after the
Baptism of Jesus, we hear the testimony of John
proclaiming Him to pall who would listen. Among
them was John the Evangelist, author of this Sun-
day’s Gospel.

What the Evangelist wrote marked Jesus as no
ordinary man. “John the Baptist saw Jesus com-
ing toward him and said, “Behold, the Lamb of
God, who takes away the sin of the world.” The
blood of the Paschal Lamb smeared on the wood
of the door frames spared Israel from the loss of
their first-born sons, and as for taking away sin,
only God can do that.

In today’s Gospel, the Baptist humbly stated that
Jesus ranked before him, that he existed before
him—not true in human terms, for John was born
six months before Him but very true if Jebus pre-
existed John in life eternal. Twice the Baptist
said, ‘I did not know him,” but that he was told to
baptize to make Jesus known, and a second time,
that he would recognize Jesus by the Spirit de-
scending and remaining upon Him. Finally, John
said that Jesus too would Baptize ‘in water and
‘the Spirit,” that is, water made holy by the Spirit.
Jesus Christ in whom we believe was no ordinary
man.

REFLEXION

Mas que cualquier otro hombre

Un recuerdo valioso durante la temporada navidefia
fue de José y Maria trayendo al Nifio Jesus al Tem-
plo y ofreciéndolo de vuelta a Dios. Escucharon a
Simedn proclamar al Nifio como 'Salvacién, ‘Luz y
Gloria' de las naciones. De igual modo, este segun-
do domingo en Tiempo Ordinario, escuchamos a
Isaias, siglos antes , afirmar sobre el Mesias y el
Pueblo Elegido de Dios: "Os haré luz para las na-
ciones, para que mi salvacion lleque hasta los
confines de la tierra."”

Nosotros, el pueblo recién elegido de Dios, creemos
en Cristo. Aceptamos que, como San Pablo se
dirigié a los cristianos de Corinto, asi nos habla:
"Vosotros, que habéis sido santificados en Cristo
Jesus, llamados a ser santos, con todos los que
invocais el nombre de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo,
su Senfor y nuestro.”" Todos los bautizados en el
agua del Espiritu y el fuego, en el agua y la San-
gre de Cristo, somos santificados, santificados y
salvos. Los domingos que vienen veremos Yy
aprenderemos de nuestro Salvador en accion.
Ahora, después del Bautismo de Jesus, es-
cuchamos el testimonio de Juan proclamandole
a todos los que quieren escuchar. Entre ellos es-
taba Juan el Evangelista, autor del Evangelio de
este domingo.

Lo que escribié el Evangelista marcé a Jesus co-
mo un hombre cualquiera. "Juan el Bautista vio a
Jesus acercarse y dijo: "He aqui, el Cordero de
Dios, que quita el pecado del mundo." La sangre
del Cordero Pascual manchada en la madera de
los marcos de las puertas salvé a Israel de la
pérdida de sus primogénitos, y en cuanto a quitar
el pecado, solo Dios puede hacerlo.

En el Evangelio de hoy, el Bautista humildemente
afirmo que Jesus estaba ante él, que existia antes
que él—no es cierto en términos humanos, pues
Juan nacio seis meses antes que él, pero muy
cierto si Jebus existi6 antes que Juan en vida
eterna. Dos veces el bautista dijo: 'No le conoci»,
pero que le dijeron que bautizara para dar a
conocer a Jesus, y una segunda vez, que
reconoceria a Jesus por el Espiritu descendiendo
y permaneciendo sobre El. Finalmente, Juan dijo
que Jesus también bautizaria 'en agua y 'en el
Espiritu', es decir, agua santificada por el Espiritu.
Jesucristo, en quien creemos, no era un hombre
comun.

SIGNIFICADO DE LOS COLORES LITURGICOS

La celebracion litargica, especialmente la eucaristia, es la celebracion del Misterio de Cristo, que nos salva -y
que es una realidad invisible-, en los signos visibles, gestos y palabras que se desarrollan durante la misma. Es
por eso que todos los elementos de la accion litirgica deben ser extremadamente cuidados, para que expresen
significativamente aquello a lo que se refieren.

Entre estos elementos podemos considerar hoy los colores litargicos, que se usan en determinados tiem-
pos del afio litirgico, y que expresan visualmente el misterio que la Iglesia celebra.

El blanco simboliza la alegria, la luz y la gloria de Dios; se usa en Pascua, Navidad y fiestas del Sefior, de la
Virgen y de los santos no martires.

El rojo representa el fuego del Espiritu Santo y la sangre del martirio; se emplea en Pentecostés, en las fiestas
de los Apostoles, y en las fiestas de los martires.

El verde significa esperanza y crecimiento, y corresponde al Tiempo Ordinario.

El morado expresa penitencia y conversion, y por eso se usa en Adviento y Cuaresma, tiempos de prepara-
cion espiritual a la Navidad y a la Pascua, respectivamente.

El rosa indica alegria moderada, y se usa en los domingos tercero de Adviento (Gaudete), y cuarto de Cuares-
ma (Laetare). Ambas expresiones significan “una llamada a la alegria”.

LITURGICAL CORNER
MEANING OF THE LITURGICAL COLOR

The liturgical celebration, especially the Eucharist, is the celebration of the Mystery of Christ, who saves us—a
mystery that is invisible in itself—made present through visible signs, gestures, and words that unfold during
the liturgy. For this reason, all the elements of the liturgical action must be carefully attended to, so that they
meaningfully express what they signify.

Among these elements are the liturgical colors, which are used at specific times of the liturgical year and visu-
ally express the mystery the Church is celebrating.

White symbolizes joy, light, and the glory of God; it is used during Easter and Christmas, and on the feasts of
the Lord, the Blessed Virgin Mary, and saints who are not martyrs.

Red represents the fire of the Holy Spirit and the blood of martyrdom; it is used on Pentecost, on the feasts of
the Apostles, and on the feasts of martyrs.

Green signifies hope and growth and is used during Ordinary Time.

Violet (purple) expresses penitence and conversion; therefore, it is used during Advent and Lent, times of
spiritual preparation for Christmas and Easter, respectively.

Rose indicates a moderated joy and is used on the Third Sunday of Advent (Gaudete) and the Fourth Sunday
of Lent (Laetare). Both expressions mean “a call to joy.”
