LA PALABRA DEL PAPA

EXHORTACION APOSTOLICA DILEXI TE
DEL SANTO PADRE LEON XIV SOBRE EL AMOR HACIA LOS POBRES

84. El Concilio Vaticano II representa una etapa fundamental en el discernimiento eclesial en relacion a los pobres, a la
luz de la Revelacion. Si bien en los documentos preparatorios este tema fue marginal, desde el radiomensaje del 11 de
septiembre de 1962, a un mes de la apertura del Concilio, san Juan XXIII centr6 la atencién sobre el mismo con palabras
inolvidables: «La Iglesia se presenta como es y como quiere ser, como Iglesia de todos, en particular como la Iglesia de
los pobres». Fue pues el gran trabajo de obispos, te6logos y expertos preocupados por la renovacion de la Iglesia —con el
apoyo del mismo san Juan XXIII— lo que reorientd el Concilio. Es fundamental la naturaleza cristocéntrica, es decir,
doctrinal y no solo social, de tal fermento. Numerosos padres conciliares, en efecto, favorecieron la consolidacion de la
conciencia, bien expresada por el cardenal Lercaro en su memorable intervencion del 6 de diciembre de 1962, de que «el
misterio de Cristo en la Iglesia es siempre, pero sobre todo hoy, el misterio de Cristo en los pobres», y de que «no se trata
de un tema mas, sino que en cierto sentido es el Gnico tema de todo el Vaticano II». El arzobispo de Bolonia, preparando
el texto de esta intervencion, anotaba: «Esta es la hora de los pobres, de los millones de pobres que estn en toda la tie-
rra, esta es la hora del misterio de la Iglesia madre de los pobres, esta es la hora del misterio de Cristo sobre todo en el
pobre». Se perfilaba de ese modo la necesidad de una nueva forma eclesial, mas sencilla y sobria, que implicase a todo el
pueblo de Dios y a su figura histérica. Una Iglesia mas semejante a su Sefior que a las potencias mundanas, dirigida a
estimular en toda la humanidad un compromiso concreto para resolver el gran problema de la pobreza en el mundo.

THE WORDS OF POPE

APOSTOLIC EXHORTATION DILEXI TE
OF THE HOLY FATHER LEO XIV ON LOVE FOR THE POOR

84. The Second Vatican Council represented a milestone in the Church’s understanding of the poor in God’s
saving plan. Although this theme remained marginal in the preparatory documents, Saint John XXIII, in his
Radio Message of 11 September 1962, a month before the opening of the Council, called attention to the issue.
In his memorable words, “the Church presents herself as she is and as she wishes to be: the Church of all and
in particular the Church of the poor.” The intense efforts of bishops, theologians and experts concerned with
the renewal of the Church — with the support of Saint John XXIII himself — gave the Council a new direction.
The centrality of Christ in these considerations both on a doctrinal and social level would prove fundamental.
Many Council Fathers supported this approach, as eloquently expressed by Cardinal Lercaro in his interven-
tion of 6 December 1962: “The mystery of Christ in the Church has always been and today is, in a particular
way, the mystery of Christ in the poor.” He went on to say that, “this is not simply one theme among others,

but in some sense the only theme of the Council as a whole.” The Archbishop of Bologna, in preparing the text
for this intervention, noted the following: “This is the hour of the poor, of the millions of the poor throughout
the world. This is the hour of the mystery of the Church as mother of the poor. This is the hour of the mystery
of Christ, present especially in the poor.” There was a growing sense of the need for a new image of Church,
one simpler and more sober, embracing the entire people of God and its presence in history. A Church more
closely resembling her Lord than worldly powers and working to foster a concrete commitment on the part of
all humanity to solving the immense problem of poverty in the world.

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RINCON LITURGICO
LA CUARESMA (I11)

La Constitucion “Sacrosanctum Concilium” (nn. 109-110), del Concilio Vaticano II, considera a la Cuaresma
como el tiempo liturgico en el que los cristianos se preparan a celebrar el misterio pascual, mediante una
verdadera conversion interior, el recuerdo o celebracion del bautismo y la participaciéon en el sacramento de
la Reconciliacion.

A facilitar y conseguir estos objetivos tienden las diversas practicas a las que se entrega mas intensamente la
comunidad cristiana y cada fiel, tales como la escucha y meditacion de la Palabra de Dios, la oraciéon personal
y comunitaria, y otros medios ascéticos, tradicionales, como la abstinencia, el ayuno y la limosna.

La celebracion de la Pascua es, por tanto, la meta a la que tiende toda la Cuaresma, el nicleo en el que se
convergen todas las intenciones y el elemento que regula su dinamismo. La Iglesia quiere que durante este
tiempo los cristianos tomen mas conciencia de las exigencias vitales que derivan de hacer de la Pascua de
Cristo el centro de su fe y de su esperanza.

No se trata, por tanto, de preparar una celebracion historica (drama) o meramente ritual de la Pascua de
Cristo, sino de disponerse a participar en su misterio; es decir, en la muerte y resurreccion del Sefior. Esta
participacion se realiza mediante el bautismo —recibido o actualizado-, la penitencia —como muerte al
hombre viejo e incorporacién al hombre nuevo-, la Eucaristia —reactualizacién mistérica de la muerte y
resurreccion de Cristo-, y por todo lo que contribuye a que estos sacramentos sean mejor participados y
vividos.

LITURGICAL CORNER

LENT (I1I)

The Constitution Sacrosanctum Concilium (nn. 109—110) of the Second Vatican Council presents Lent as the
liturgical season in which Christians prepare to celebrate the Paschal Mystery through a true interior conver-
sion, the remembrance or celebration of Baptism, and participation in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

The various practices to which the Christian community—and each of the faithful—devote themselves more
intensely during this time are meant to foster and achieve these goals. These include listening to and medi-
tating on the Word of God, personal and communal prayer, and other traditional ascetical means such as ab-
stinence, fasting, and almsgiving.

The celebration of Easter, therefore, is the goal toward which all of Lent is directed. It is the center where all
intentions converge and the element that gives direction and dynamism to the season. The Church desires
that during this time Christians grow more aware of the vital demands that flow from making Christ’s Passo-
ver the very center of their faith and hope.

Lent is not about preparing for a merely historical reenactment or a purely ritual celebration of Christ’s Pass-
over. Rather, it is about preparing ourselves to participate in His mystery—that is, in the death and resurrec-
tion of the Lord. This participation takes place through Baptism—received or renewed; through penance—as
a dying to the old self and a putting on of the new; through the Eucharist—the sacramental re-presentation of
Christ’s death and resurrection; and through everything that helps these sacraments be more deeply cele-
brated and lived.
