DEL SANTO PADRE LEON XIV SOBRE EL AMOR HACIA LOS POBRES

113. En realidad, «cualquier comunidad de la Iglesia, en la medida en que pretenda subsistir tranquila sin
ocuparse creativamente y cooperar con eficiencia para que los pobres vivan con dignidad y para incluir a
todos, también correra el riesgo de la disolucién, aunque hable de temas sociales o critique a los gobiernos.
Facilmente terminara sumida en la mundanidad espiritual, disimulada con practicas religiosas, con reuniones
infecundas o con discursos vacios».

114. No estamos hablando s6lo de la asistencia y del necesario compromiso por la justicia. Los creyentes
deben darse cuenta de otra forma de incoherencia respecto a los pobres. En verdad, «la peor discriminacion
que sufren los pobres es la falta de atencion espiritual [...]. La opcion preferencial por los pobres debe
traducirse principalmente en una atencion religiosa privilegiada y prioritaria». No obstante, esta atencidon
espiritual hacia los pobres es puesta en discusidon por ciertos prejuicios, también por parte de cristianos,
porque nos sentimos mas a gusto sin los pobres. Hay quienes siguen diciendo: “Nuestra tarea es rezar y
ensefar la verdadera doctrina”. Pero, desvinculando este aspecto religioso de la promocion integral, agregan
que solo el gobierno deberia encargarse de ellos, o que seria mejor dejarlos en la miseria, para que aprendan a
trabajar. A veces, sin embargo, se asumen criterios pseudocientificos para decir que la libertad de mercado
traerd espontdneamente la solucion al problema de la pobreza. O incluso, se opta por una pastoral de las
llamadas élites, argumentando que, en vez de perder el tiempo con los pobres, es mejor ocuparse de los ricos,
de los poderosos y de los profesionales, para que, por medio de ellos, se puedan alcanzar soluciones mas
eficaces. Es facil percibir la mundanidad que se esconde detras de estas opiniones; estas nos llevan a observar
la realidad con criterios superficiales y desprovistos de cualquier luz sobrenatural, prefiriendo circulos
sociales que nos tranquilizan o buscando privilegios que nos acomodan.

THE POPE’S WORD

APOSTOLIC EXHORTATION DILEXITE
OF THE HOLY FATHER LEO XIV ON LOVE FOR THE POOR

113. Indeed, “any Church community, if it thinks it can comfortably go its own way without creative concern
and effective cooperation in helping the poor to live with dignity and reaching out to everyone, will also risk
breaking down, however much it may talk about social issues or criticize governments. It will easily drift into
a spiritual worldliness camouflaged by religious practices, unproductive meetings and empty talk.”

114. Nor is it a question merely of providing for welfare assistance and working to ensure social justice. Chris-
tians should also be aware of another form of inconsistency in the way they treat the poor. In reality, “the
worst discrimination which the poor suffer is the lack of spiritual care... Our preferential option for the poor
must mainly translate into a privileged and preferential religious care.” Yet, this spiritual attentiveness to the
poor is called into question, even among Christians, by certain prejudices arising from the fact that we find it
easier to turn a blind eye to the poor. There are those who say: “Our task is to pray and teach sound doctrine.”
Separating this religious aspect from integral development, they even say that it is the government’s job to
care for them, or that it would be better not to lift them out of their poverty but simply to teach them to work.
At times, pseudo-scientific data are invoked to support the claim that a free market economy will automati-
cally solve the problem of poverty. Or even that we should opt for pastoral work with the so-called elite, since,
rather than wasting time on the poor, it would be better to care for the rich, the influential and professionals,
so that with their help real solutions can be found and the Church can feel protected. It is easy to perceive the
worldliness behind these positions, which would lead us to view reality through superficial lenses, lacking any
light from above, and to cultivate relationships that bring us security and a position of privilege.

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REFLECTION

Doing it God’s Way

Nothing could stop the expansion of the Church.
Stephen’s martyrdom and frightful persecution
by the temple regime and Paul were but seeds for
growth. Scattered Christians preached of Jesus and
the Kingdom. The Deacon Phillip went to down to
Samaria where he preached, drove out demons,
healed and cured. News of the surge of new believ-
ers reached Jerusalem. Philip had baptized but the
Holy Spirit had not come upon the converts. The
apostles met and sent Peter and John to confer the
Spirit. The Church was growing in numbers, aware-
ness of the sacraments, and by whose authority
they were conferred. It was developing a sound
structure in peaceful agreement. “There was great
Joy in that city,” and hopefully a touch of our own
to behold the guiding Spirit of God at work.

Peter’s first letter looked out over the struggling
communities in the strongly pagan Near East. He
was concerned about them and their suffering, but
he urged them to find joy in God’s gift of salvation
through Christ the Lord. Typical of Peter's pastoral
concern, consider this verse from today’s passage:
“For it is better to suffer for doing good, if that be
the will of God, than for doing evil.” We too have
been influenced by the evil irreligion around
us. Peter's remedy is Christ: “For Christ also suf-
fered for sins once, the righteous for the sake of
the unrighteous, that he might lead you to God”.

Our job, then, is to let Jesus be our influencer ion
our journey toward everlasting life. Think of Him
often and do set Him as your goal. Today’s Gos-
pel argues that to reach Jesus is to reach heav-
en. “If you love me, you will keep my command-
ments” — keep out of love, not fear. We humans
tend to overestimate ourselves. | can do it. But
Jesus says, “I will ask the Father, and he will give
you another Advocate to be with you always.” All
kinds of remarkable union will take place: “[The
Advocate] remains with you and will be in
you ... come to you.” “ On that day you will real-
ize that | am in my Father and you are in me and
I in you.” Brothers and Sisters, If you have found
Jesus, you have found the Father, and the Spirit,
and Heaven is ours. But we can’t do it by our-
selves!

Let’s do it His way with Him.

REFLEXION

Haciéndolo a la manera de Dios

Nada pudo detener la expansion de la Iglesia. El mar-
tiio de Esteban y la terrible persecucion por parte del
régimen del templo y de Pablo no fueron mas que semil-
las para el crecimiento. Los cristianos dispersos predi-
caban acerca de Jesus y del Reino. El diacono Felipe
bajé a Samaria, donde predicé, expulsé demonios, sané
y curd. La noticia del aumento de nuevos creyentes
llegbé a Jerusalén. Felipe habia bautizado, pero el Es-
piritu Santo aun no habia descendido sobre los conver-
tidos. Los apédstoles se reunieron y enviaron a Pedro y a
Juan para conferir el Espiritu. La Iglesia crecia en
numero, en conciencia de los sacramentos y en la au-
toridad por la cual eran conferidos. Se estaba desar-
rollando una estructura sdlida en un acuerdo pacifico.
“‘Habia gran alegria en aquella ciudad”, y ojala también
nosotros podamos contemplar la accién del Espiritu de
Dios guiando todo.

La primera carta de Pedro contemplaba a las comuni-
dades que luchaban en el fuertemente pagano Cercano
Oriente. El estaba preocupado por ellas y por su su-
frimiento, pero las exhortaba a encontrar alegria en el
don de la salvacién de Dios por medio de Cristo el Se-
for. Tipico de la preocupacion pastoral de Pedro, con-
sideremos este versiculo del pasaje de hoy: “Porque es
mejor sufrir haciendo el bien, si esa es la voluntad de
Dios, que haciendo el mal’. Nosotros también hemos
sido influenciados por la irreligion maligna que nos
rodea. El remedio de Pedro es Cristo: “Porque también
Cristo padecio una sola vez por los pecados, el justo por
los injustos, para llevarnos a Dios”.

Nuestra tarea, entonces, es dejar que Jesus sea quien
nos guie en nuestro camino hacia la vida eterna.
Pensemos en El con frecuencia y pongamoslo como
nuestra meta. El Evangelio de hoy afirma que llegar a
Jesus es llegar al cielo. “Si me aman, guardaran mis
mandamientos” — guardenlos por amor, no por temor.
Nosotros, los seres humanos, tendemos a sobreesti-
marnos: “yo puedo hacerlo”. Pero Jesus dice: “Yo roga-
ré al Padre, y El les dara otro Paraclito para que esté
siempre con ustedes”. Tendra lugar una unién extraordi-
naria: “[El Paraclito] permanece con ustedes y estara en
ustedes... vendra a ustedes”. “En aquel dia ustedes
comprenderan que yo estoy en mi Padre, y ustedes en
mi y yo en ustedes”. Hermanos y hermanas, si han en-
contrado a Jesus, han encontrado al Padre y al Espiritu,
y el cielo es nuestro. jPero no podemos hacerlo solos!

LITURGICAL CORNER

On May 24 (this year, May 25), we honor the Virgin Mary with the beloved and universal ti-
tle of Help of Christians.

The Christian people have often experienced the help of the Virgin Mary throughout the ups and downs of
history, especially in difficult moments for the life of the Church. For this reason, from the earliest centu-
ries of the Christian era, it became customary to invoke the Blessed Virgin in times of persecution under
the title “Help of Christian.

In great events that were victories for the faith—such as the reconquest of Granada and the restoration of
the Church in that region, as well as Lepanto and Vienna, and the liberation of Pope Pius VII from captiv-
ity—the Christian people implored and experienced Mary’s special help. They preserved this gratitude
through signs in her honor, which greatly contributed to spreading the title “Help of Christians.” In modern
times, Saint John Bosco was the man chosen by God to be the Apostle of Mary Help of Christians, a mission
he would pass on to his sons, the Salesian Family, as a hallmark of their charism and spirituality. The saint
also left to all Christians a model of spirituality rooted in ecclesial and Marian experience.

Devotion to Mary Help of Christians is centered on the person of Mary and a living relationship with her. It
always refers to the Church—its holiness, its mission, its challenges, and its difficulties. It fosters a sense of
belonging to the Church and a deep love for the Pope, who represents the Church, and for the bishops. It
leads to a passionate love for Christ in the Eucharist. Mary Help of Christians encourages us to be active
members of the Church and of society, engaged in the struggle against evil and filled with zeal for evangeli-
zation.

The feast of Mary Help of Christians is celebrated in many local churches and in various religious institutes.
