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LA PALABRA DEL PAPA

EXHORTACI(’)N APOSTOLICA DILEXI TE
DEL SANTO PADRE LEON XIV SOBRE EL AMOR HACIA LOS POBRES

111. El corazdén de la Iglesia, por su misma naturaleza, es solidario con
aquellos que son pobres, excluidos y marginados, con aquellos que son
considerados un “descarte” de la sociedad. Los pobres estan en el centro
de la Iglesia, porque es desde la «fe en Cristo hecho pobre, y siempre
cercano a los pobres y excluidos, [que] brota la preocupaciéon por el
desarrollo integral de los mas abandonados de la sociedad». En el
corazon de cada fiel se encuentra «la exigencia de escuchar este clamor
[que] brota de la misma obra liberadora de la gracia en cada uno de
nosotros, por lo cual no se trata de una mision reservada sdlo a algunos».

112. A veces se percibe en algunos movimientos o grupos cristianos la
carencia o incluso la ausencia del compromiso por el bien comtun de la
sociedad y, en particular, por la defensa y la promocion de los mas débiles
y desfavorecidos. A este respecto, es necesario recordar que la religion,
especialmente la cristiana, no puede limitarse al ambito privado, como si
los fieles no tuvieran que preocuparse también de los problemas relativos
a la sociedad civil y de los acontecimientos que afectan a los ciudadanos.

THE POPE’S WORD

APOSTOLIC EXHORTATION DILEXI TE
OF THE HOLY FATHER LEO XIV ON LOVE FOR THE POOR

111. By her very nature the Church is in solidarity with the poor, the ex-
cluded, the marginalized and all those considered the outcast of society.
The poor are at the heart of the Church because “our faith in Christ, who
became poor, and was always close to the poor and the outcast, is the ba-
sis of our concern for the integral development of society’s most neglected
members.” In our hearts, we encounter “the need to heed this plea, born
of the liberating action of grace within each of us, and so it is not a matter
of a mission reserved only to a few.”

112. At times, Christian movements or groups have arisen which show lit-
tle or no interest in the common good of society and, in particular, the
protection and advancement of its most vulnerable and disadvantaged
members. Yet we must never forget that religion, especially the Christian
religion, cannot be limited to the private sphere, as if believers had no
business making their voice heard with regard to problems affecting civil
society and issues of concern to its members.
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REFLECTION
Jesus is the Way

Last Sunday we heard Jesus call Himself the Good
Shepherd who leads us to Eternal Life. We noted
that as Shepherd, he has led us to Heaven’s Gate
where we gather with Him in our midst seeking to
be loyal to Him while each of us await our call from
this life to the Kingdom of Heaven. The Sacred
Scriptures seek this Sunday to help us plunge more
deeply into what it means for Him to be our Way.

We are gathered in the Church founded by Christ
under the leadership of St. Peter whom we recog-
nize as the first Pope. We saw Peter speaking on
behalf of his eleven brethren as together they win
3000 members to our Church. The growing number
of members caused the Apostles to enlist seven
outstanding men, the first Deacons in service to the
Church. The most prominent of these were St. Ste-
phen and St. Philip. We honor them and honor the
Deacons of our own day for their invaluable part in
the growing structure of our Catholic Church. Ste-
phen became our first Martyr proclaiming Christ Di-
vine; Philip, outstanding preacher and Baptist far
and wide from Jerusalem.

Peter continued to preach in his first letter to the
Church seen rising as a firm building. Applying it to
Jesus, he quotes Isaaiah, “See, I lay a stone in Zi-
on, a tested stone, a precious cornerstone, a sure
foundation; the one who trusts will never be shak-
en.” And to the converts, “Let yourselves be built
into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood to
offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God
through Jesus Christ.” Fear not. The towers of
our Church reach the heavens.

‘Jesus is the Way.” At the Last Supper Christ was
fully aware of His approaching death. Near the
end of the supper He said, “If | go and prepare a
place for you, | will come back again and take
you to myself, so that where | am you also may
be. Where | am going you know the way.-
"Thomas questioned how he could know the way
if he didn’t know where. Jesus said, “I am the way
and the truth and the life.” To Philip who begged
only to see the Father, Jesus said, “Whoever has
seen me has seen the Father.” The two Apostles
help us reenforce a conclusion of our own: We
reach heaven and the Father through Jesus.

To know Him is to know the Father.

REFLEXION

Jesus es el Camino

El domingo pasado escuchamos a Jesus llamarse a
si mismo el Buen Pastor que nos guia hacia la Vida
Eterna. Observamos que como Pastor nos ha guiado
hasta la Puerta del Cielo. Alli nos reunimos con El en
nuestro medio buscando serle leales, mientras cada
uno de nosotros espera su llamado de esta vida al
Reino de los Cielos. Las Sagradas Escrituras buscan
este domingo ayudarnos a profundizar mas en lo que
significa para El ser nuestro Camino.

Estamos reunidos en la Iglesia fundada por Cristo
bajo el liderazgo de San Pedro, a quien reconocemos
como el primer Papa. Vimos a Pedro hablar en nom-
bre de sus once hermanos mientras juntos ganaban
3000 miembros para nuestra lIglesia. El creciente
numero de miembros llevo a los Apdstoles a reclutar
a siete hombres destacados, los primeros diaconos al
servicio de la Iglesia. Los mas destacados de ellos
fueron San Esteban y San Felipe. Les honramos vy
honramos a los diaconos de nuestro tiempo por su
papel invaluable en el avance de la estructura de
nuestra Iglesia Catdlica. Esteban proclamé a Cristo
como Divino y asi se convirtié en nuestro primer Mar-
tir; Felipe, un predicador y bautizador destacado que
amplio la Iglesia.

Pedro siguié predicando a través de sus cartas. Rep-
resentaba la iglesia como un edificio firme. Aplicé a
Jesus las palabras proféticas de lIsaias: "Mira, yo
pongo una piedra en Sion, una piedra probada, una
piedra preciosa, un fundamento seguro; quien confia
nunca sera tambaleado." Y al creciente numero de
conversos: "Dejados construir en una casa espiritu-
al para ser un santo sacerdocio que ofrezca sacrifi-
cios espirituales aceptables a Dios por medio de
Jesucristo." No temas. Las torres de nuestras igle-
sias se elevan hasta el cielo.

En la Ultima Cena, Cristo era plenamente cons-
ciente de su muerte venidera. Hacia el final dijo:

"Si voy y preparo un lugar para ustedes, volve-
ré y los llevaré conmigo, para que donde yo esté
Uds. también estarna. A donde voy, ya sabes el
camino.” Thomas se preguntdé coémo podia saber el
camino si no sabia donde. Jesus dijo: "Yo soy el
camino, la verdad y la vida."” Philip suplicé ver al
Padre para que supiera el camino. Jesus dijo:
"Quien me ha visto, ha visto al Padre."” ... Los dos
Apodstoles nos ayudan a reforzar una conclusion
propia: llegamos al cielo y al Padre a través de Je-
sus.

EL FAMOSO SUENO DE LAS DOS COLUMNAS

En Mayo de 1862, Don Bosco presencié en suefios una espectacular Batalla
Naval y una gran victoria.

Vio que en un mar tormentoso viajaba una gran nave (la Iglesia) pilotada por el
Papa, y a su alrededor muchisimas navecillas pequenas (las comunidades, los
hogares cristianos, etc.) De pronto aparecieron un sinnimero de naves enemigas
armadas de canones (el ateismo, la corrupcion, la incredulidad, el secularismo, etc.
etc.) y empez6 una tremenda batalla. Ambos bandos se batian heroicamente. El
piloto de la Gran Nave, el Papa, cay6 herido (poco después de este Sueio el Papa fue
desterrado) pero pronto se levant6é curado otra vez (el Pontifice regresaria pronto
del destierro). Sigue el combate y de nuevo el Gran Piloto cae otra vea herido y
muere (no mucho después de este suenio el Papa Pio IX muri6). Pero fue
reemplazado enseguida por un nuevo Piloto (el Papa Le6n XIII, a quien Don Bosco
reconocio claramente en la Visidén y por eso antes de que lo nombraran Pontifice ya
lo felicito porque sabia que llegaria a serlo) y continuo la lucha violentisimamente.

A los cafiones enemigos se unen las olas violentas y el viento tempestuoso, (las
dificultades que la Iglesia encuentra siempre en su mision). La Naves enemigas
cercan y rodean completamente a la Nave Grande de la Iglesia y a todas las
navecillas pequenas de los cristianos. Y cuando ya el ataque es tan pavoroso que
todo parece perdido, emergen desde el fondo del mar dos inmensas y poderosas
columnas. Sobre la primera columna est4 la Santa Hostia, con la inscripcion “Salud
de los creyentes”, y sobre la otra la Imagen de la Madre de Dios, con la inscripcion:
“Auxiliadora de los cristianos”. La nave del Papa y las navecillas de los cristianos se
acercan a las columnas y asegurandose en ellas ya no tienen peligro de hundirse.
Luego, desde las dos columnas, sale un viento fortisimo que aleja o hunde a las
naves enemigas, y, en cambio, a las naves amigas les arregla todas sus averias.

Todo el ejército enemigo se retira derrotado, y los cristianos con el Papa a la cabeza
entonan un Himno de Accion de Gracias a Jests Sacramentado y a Maria
Auxiliadora (MB. 7. 169).

Después de este sueno, ya Don Bosco no se cansa nunca de recomendar a todos
un gran amor a la Sagrada Eucaristia y a Maria Santisima. Repite un slogan que se
ha hecho famoso: “PROPAGAD LA DEVOCION A JESUS SACRAMENTADO Y A
MARIA AUXILIADORA Y VEREIS LO QUE SON LOS MILAGROS”.

Funda la Asociacion Mundial de Maria Auxiliadora y le pone como elemento
esencial propagar por todas partes la devocion al Santisimo Sacramento y el amor a
la Madre Auxiliadora. Esta Asociacion tiene hoy miembros en el mundo entero y no
ha dejado de propagar estas dos devociones que salvan a la Iglesia y a todos los
cristianos devotos. Los frutos que esta Asociacion ha obtenido y sigue obteniendo
son estupendos.

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LITURGICAL CORNER

THE FAMOUS DREAM OF THE TWO COLUMNS

In May 1862, Don Bosco witnessed in a dream a spectacular naval battle and a great
victory.

He saw that on a stormy sea there sailed a large ship (the Church), piloted by the
Pope, and around it many small boats (communities, Christian families, etc.). Sud-
denly, countless enemy ships appeared, armed with cannons (atheism, corruption,
unbelief, secularism, and so on), and a tremendous battle began. Both sides fought
heroically. The pilot of the great ship, the Pope, was wounded (shortly after this
dream, the Pope was exiled), but he soon rose healed again (the Pontiff would return
from exile). The battle continued, and once more the great pilot was wounded and
died (not long after this dream, Pope Pius IX died). But he was immediately replaced
by a new pilot (Pope Leo XIII, whom Don Bosco clearly recognized in the vision; in
fact, even before he was named Pontiff, Don Bosco congratulated him, knowing he
would become Pope), and the fierce struggle went on.

To the enemy cannons were added violent waves and stormy winds (the difficulties
the Church always encounters in her mission). The enemy ships surrounded and
closed in completely on the great ship of the Church and all the small boats of the
Christians. And just when the attack became so terrifying that everything seemed
lost, two immense and powerful columns rose from the depths of the sea. On the first
column stood the Holy Eucharist, with the inscription “Salvation of believers,” and on
the other, the image of the Mother of God, with the inscription “Help of Christians.”
The Pope’s ship and the small boats of the Christians drew near to the columns, and
by anchoring themselves to them, they were no longer in danger of sinking. Then,
from the two columns, a mighty wind arose that drove away or sank the enemy ships,
while at the same time repairing all the damage of the friendly vessels.

The entire enemy fleet withdrew defeated, and the Christians, with the Pope at their
head, sang a hymn of thanksgiving to Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament and to Mary
Help of Christians (MB 7, 169).

After this dream, Don Bosco never tired of recommending to everyone a deep love for
the Holy Eucharist and for the Blessed Virgin Mary. He repeated a slogan that be-
came famous: “SPREAD DEVOTION TO JESUS IN THE BLESSED SACRAMENT
AND TO MARY HELP OF CHRISTIANS, AND YOU WILL SEE WHAT MIRACLES
ARE.”

He founded the World Association of Mary Help of Christians and made it essential
to spread everywhere devotion to the Blessed Sacrament and love for Mary Help of
Christians. Today this association has members throughout the world and continues
to promote these two devotions that sustain the Church and all devoted Christians.
The fruits it has borne—and continues to bear—are remarkable.
