There is only one parish in the town, dedicated to Saint Joseph and entrusted by the

Ea{la is the patroness of the town, and her feast day, May 24, is celebrated as a local
oliday.

The school serves approximately 300 students, from ages 3 to 16. There is also a

boarding school with 60 resident students from neighboring towns.

In addition, there is a Youth Center and active groups of the Salesian Family, includ-

ing the Salesian Cooperators, the Association of Mary Help of Christians, and Don

Bosco Family Groups.

I have accepted my Provincial’s proposal with great enthusiasm. Thus, from San Fran-

cisco I will go to San José del Valle to continue the Salesian mission in service of

young people and working-class families.

The two years I have spent here at our Corpus Christi Parish have been a source of

profound personal and spiritual enrichment. I have not only come to know the United

States, but also the many traditions and cultures of the diverse peoples who make up

our parish community.

My deepest and most sincere gratitude goes to every person who has welcomed me,

offered me friendship, encouraged me, collaborated in pastoral ministry, supported

our mission financially, worked generously and selflessly, and given their time and

commitment in service to the parish.

I came only to serve—as a Salesian and as a priest—and I regret if anyone did not see

it that way and instead chose to view me through the lens of conflicts driven by per-

sonal interests or a desire for prominence.

Pero eso es una caricatura de la liturgia. Esos criterios y orientaciones que han emanado de la autoridad de la
Iglesia no son una “camisa de fuerza” que nos impide ser verdaderos. No. Es, en realidad, como los railes por
donde puede correr con equilibrio, belleza, autenticidad, orden, uncidn, ... el significado de la fe que hemos
recibido y no inventamos.

Debajo de la litugia late el Misterio de Cristo Salvador que llega hasta nosotros, a nuestro “hoy”, y nos pone
en contacto con el Seiior Muerto y Resucitado que sale a nuestro encuentro. La liturgia es el lugar donde se
manifiesta con seguridad el don de la gracia de Dios, Dios salvandonos y nosotros, adorandolo, y
santificandonos por ella.

Y ese Misterio tan grande, trascendente, real, nos llega a través de las palabras, signos, preces, objetos
sensibles, luces, olores, musica... que constituyen el entramado “sensible” (visible, audible, oloroso...) de la
presencia invisible del Dios que nos salva por Jesucristo en el Espiritu Santo.

LITURGICAL CORNER
LOVE FOR THE LITURGY

It is true: the liturgy is not the whole life of the Church. Christianity cannot be reduced to its liturgy. Nor can
the liturgy be reduced to a set of “mandatory rules,” to prescriptions that are merely obeyed as regulations
restricting Christian worship and the spontaneity of faith.

But that is a caricature of the liturgy. The norms and guidelines that have come from the authority of the
Church are not a “straightjacket” that prevents us from being genuine. Rather, they are like the rails on which
the faith we have received—not invented—can run with balance, beauty, authenticity, order, and reverence.

At the heart of the liturgy beats the Mystery of Christ the Savior, who reaches us in our “today” and brings us
into contact with the Lord who died and rose again, the Lord who comes to meet us. The liturgy is the privi-
leged place where the gift of God’s grace is made manifest with certainty: God saving us, and we, in turn,
worshiping Him and being sanctified by that grace.

And this great, transcendent, and real Mystery comes to us through words, signs, prayers, tangible objects,
light, fragrance, music, and all the elements that make up the “sensory fabric” (visible, audible, fragrant) of
the invisible presence of the God who saves us through Jesus Christ in the Holy Spirit. That is why every ges-
ture, every word, every ornament, decoration, and liturgical element must be treated with the utmost care, so
that it may fulfill its purpose: to bring us into contact with God. That is why I love the liturgy.

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REFLECTION

The Kingdom is at Hand

Sacred Scripture today takes us back two thousand
years to the time of Christ and yet another two thou-
sand years to the revelation of God on Sinai to Mo-
ses. Our prayer of reverence to God goes back this
11" Sunday in Ordinary Time four thousand years
and more!

Our passage from Exodus is governed by a huge,
little word, “IF.” God declared the children of Israel
to be his chosen flock and would continue to be His
Kingdom, “/IF you hearken to my voice and keep
my covenant, you shall be my special posses-
sion.” The closeness of our relationship with God
and our love for Him is determined by how well
we obey Him. St. John confirms this, “For the love
of God is this, that we keep his commandments.
And his commandments are not burdensome.” For
us who are tranquil and obedient, the Psalmist re-
peats a reminder, “We are his people: the sheep
of his flock.”

Noving on, St. Paul urged the Romans by another
means to remain faithful to their conversion. He
called for unfailing awareness of
by WHOM and HOW they and we turned from sin
and evil to joy and blessedness before God. By
Whom? By the only begotten, dearly beloved
Son, the Word of God. immortal, yet in obedience
to His Father He took on the mortal nature of hu-
manity. And HOW did He atone for our sins and
reconcile us to the Father? By enduring every
pang of rejection and of His terrible Passion,
even humiliating death on a Cross, expiating sin
past, present and , future.

Jesus decided not to speak and act alone.
Hence, early in Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus called
him though a Roman tax collector — a scandal to
the Pharisees. Then Jesus forgave a paralytic his
sins before healing him. This caused even great-
er fury. Yet Matthew without pause went on to list
the twelve Apostles. Over it all, Jesus shared His
mission with them. Mtthew listed himself next to
Thomas the critic, and he did not hesitate to call
Judas what he was, a traitor. Jesus sent them out
and ordered “As you go, make this proclamation:
‘The kingdom of heaven is at hand.” Cure the
sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, drive out de-
mons.” Freely had they received. Freely should
they give. Jesus was not selfish.

El Reino esta a Mano

La Sagrada Escritura hoy nos lleva dos mil afos
atras, al tiempo de Cristo, y otros dos mil afios mas a
la revelacion de Dios en el Sinai a Moisés. jNuestra
oracion de reverencia a Dios se remonta este undéci-
mo domingo en Tiempo Ordinario, cuatro mil afos y
mas!

Nuestro pasaje del Exodo esta regido por una enor-
me palabra: "SI".

La cercania de nuestra rela-
cion con Dios y nuestro amor por El esta determi-
nada por lo bien que le obedecemos. San Juan
confirma esto: "Por amor de Dios, es este: guarda-
mos sus mandamientos. Y sus mandamientos no son
una carga." Para nosotros, que somos tranquilos y
obedientes, el salmista repite un recordatorio:
"Somos su pueblo: las ovejas de su rebario.”

Continuando el camino, San Pablo instdé a los ro-
manos por otro medio a permanecer fieles a su
conversion. Llamo6 a una conciencia infalible de
QUIEN y COMO ellos y nosotros nos desviamos
del pecado y el mal hacia la alegria y la bendicion
ante Dios. ¢Por quién? Por el Hijo unigénito y
amado, la Palabra de Dios. inmortal, pero en obe-
diencia a Su Padre asumio la naturaleza mortal de
la humanidad. ;Y COMO expi6 nuestros pecados y
nos reconcilié con el Padre? Soportando cada pun-
zada de rechazo y de Su terrible Pasion, incluso su
muerte humilde en una Cruz, expiando pecados
pasados, presentes y futuros.

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DE LA PRIMERA ENCICLICA DEL PAPA LEON XIV,

3. Con este espiritu, en 1891 Leén XIII publico la Enciclica Rerum novarum, cuyo
135° aniversario celebramos este ano con profunda gratitud. Con ese documento, mi
querido Predecesor impuls6 aquella reflexion sobre la sociedad, la economia y la politica
que hoy llamamos “Doctrina social de la Iglesia”. Y cuando algunos objetaban que la
Iglesia no debia desperdiciar energias en cuestiones mundanas, sino preocuparse por
comunicar un mensaje de vida eterna, él respondia con realismo y sabiduria que el
anuncio del Evangelio no puede olvidar la vida concreta de los pueblos. Han pasado
muchas décadas desde entonces, y el Magisterio, los pastores, los tedlogos y los fieles
han seguido reflexionando sobre las cuestiones sociales a la luz del Evangelio. Hoy, la
Doctrina social de la Iglesia es un patrimonio de sabiduria, en el que encontramos
principios para pensar, criterios para discernir y juzgar, y orientaciones concretas para
actuar. Se fundamenta en la Sagrada Escritura y en la Tradicion y, en didlogo con las
ciencias, nos ayuda a leer con lucidez los desafios del presente, identificando caminos
adecuados para vivir un testimonio cristiano limpido, con alegria y al servicio del
mundo. No es un conjunto estatico de conceptos, sino un corpus vivo de verdades, que
custodia e interpreta la vocacion de la humanidad a una vida plena y justa. A esta
tradicion viva deseo, por tanto, sumar mi voz, invocando la asistencia del Espiritu de
sabiduria, que habita en el mundo desde su creacién (cf. Pr 8,22-31).

FROM DE FIRST ENCYCLICAL OF POPE LEO X1V,
“MAGNIFICA HUMANITAS”

3. In this spirit, Pope Leo XIII published his Encyclical Rerum Novarum in 1891, the
135 thanniversary of which we celebrate with deep gratitude this year. With that docu-
ment, my beloved predecessor gave impetus to the reflection on society, the economy
and politics, which is now known as the “Social Doctrine of the Church.” When some ob-
jected that the Church should not waste energy on worldly matters, but instead focus on
communicating the message of eternal life, Leo XIII responded with realism and wis-
dom, saying that the proclamation of the Gospel cannot overlook the concrete lives of
people. Many decades have passed since then, and the Magisterium, pastors, theologians
and faithful have continued to reflect on social issues in the light of the Gospel. Today,
the Social Doctrine of the Church is a legacy of wisdom, where we find principles for
thought, criteria for discernment and judgment, and concrete guidelines for action.
Founded on Sacred Scripture and Tradition, and in engagement with the sciences, it
helps us clearly interpret the challenges of the present and identify appropriate ways for
living out a clear Christian witness, with joy and in service to the world. It is not an inert
set of concepts, but a living corpus of truth that safeguards and interprets humanity’s
vocation to a full and just life. I therefore wish to add my own voice to this living tradi-
tion, invoking the help of the Spirit of wisdom, who has dwelt in the world since its be-
ginning (cf. Prov 8:22-31).
