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REFLECTION

.Trust Conquers Distress

Jeremiah had just prophesied the fall of Jerusalem
and the Babylonian captivity. Heartbroken, he even
blamed God for deceiving him into being a prophet.
He tried to be silent but mourned, “/ grow weary
holding back, | cannot!” He went on to describe how
he was persecuted, even locked in stocks overnight.
Nevertheless, God’s prophetic power surged in him
giving even more details of the destruction awaiting
Jerusalem, the land’s elite and the Temple. They
denounced him, but Jeremiah sensed the LORD’s
protection, and he cried, “The LORD is with me, like
a mighty champion: my persecutors will stumble,
they will not prevail.” Persecutions did continue, but
in their midst he called, “Sing to the LORD, praise
the LORD, for he has rescued the life of the
poor from the power of the evildoers!”

St. Paul to the Christians taught that by Adam, fa-
ther of all humanity, sin and death entered the world
and corrupted all humanity, even those who did not
personally sin. Death was there, and so
was Adam’s sinfulness. In God’s goodness a se-
cond Adam came, Jesus Christ, God in human
form. It needed the God/Man Christ, to atone for
humanity’s sin. Humans lived and died under the
cloak of one man’s sin. Yet, we thrill to Pail’s
word, “How much more did the grace of God and
the gracious gift of the one man Jesus Christ
overflow for the many.” Thus did Paul explain the
curse of original sin and our need for Christ.

From Matthew we have seen Jesus generously
share His mission with the Twelve. Now we hear
the support He gave them. If they persecute you,
He told the disciples, “Do not be afraid of

them,” for God knows the depth of their evil. What
you have heard from me in darkness or whispers,
shout from the housetops; be not afraid. They Kkill
the body, but they can't kill your soul. God can de-
stroy soul and body in hell. Your Father knows
when a sparrow falls. He counts every hair on your
head, So, brothers and sisters, take what Jesus
said to the Apostles as meant also for

you: “Everyone who acknowledges me before oth-
ers | will acknowledge before my heavenly Fa-
ther. But whoever denies me before others, | will
deny before my heavenly Father." Trust in that
promise.

REFLEXION

La confianza vence la angustia

Jeremias acababa de profetizar la caida de Jerusalén y
el cautiverio en Babilonia. Con el corazén destrozado,
incluso llegé a culpar a Dios por haberlo engafiado para
que fuera profeta. Intenté guardar silencio, pero se lam-
entaba: Me canso de contenerme, jno puedo mas! .
Luego describi6 cémo era perseguido, incluso encer-
rado en el cepo durante toda una noche. Sin embargo,
el poder profético de Dios seguia ardiendo en él, reve-
landole aun mas detalles sobre la destruccion que
aguardaba a Jerusalén, a la élite del pais y al Templo.
Lo denunciaban, pero Jeremias percibia la proteccion
del Sefor y exclamé: EIl Sefior esta conmigo como un
poderoso guerrero; mis perseguidores tropezaran y no
prevaleceran. Las persecuciones continuaron, pero en
medio de ellas proclamd: jCanten al Senor, alaben al
Sefior, porque ha librado la vida del pobre del poder de
los malvados!.

San Pablo ensefié a los cristianos que, por medio de
Adan, padre de toda la humanidad, el pecado y la muer-
te entraron en el mundo y corrompieron a toda la raza
humana, incluso a quienes no habian pecado personal-
mente. La muerte estaba presente, y también la con-
dicién pecadora heredada de Adan. En la bondad de
Dios vino un segundo Adan: Jesucristo, Dios hecho
hombre. Era necesario que Cristo, verdadero Dios y
verdadero hombre, expiara el pecado de la humanidad.
Los seres humanos vivian y morian bajo la sombra del
pecado de un solo hombre. Sin embargo, nos llena de
alegria la afirmacion de Pablo: jCuanto mas la gracia
de Dios y el don otorgado por la gracia de un solo hom-
bre, Jesucristo, se han desbordado para muchos!». Asi
explicd Pablo la realidad del pecado original y nuestra
necesidad de Cristo.

En el Evangelio de Mateo hemos visto a Jesus compar-
tir generosamente su mision con los Doce. Ahora escu-
chamos el apoyo que les brindd. Si los persiguen, les
dijo a los discipulos:No les tengan miedo, porque Dios
conoce la profundidad de su maldad. Lo que han oido
de mi en la oscuridad o en susurros, proclamenlo desde
las azoteas; no tengan miedo. Ellos pueden matar el
cuerpo, pero no pueden matar el alma. Dios puede
destruir alma y cuerpo en el infierno. Su Padre sabe
cuando cae un gorridn. El cuenta incluso cada cabello
de su cabeza. Por eso, hermanos y hermanas, reciban
las palabras que Jesus dirigié a los Apdstoles como
dirigidas también a ustedes: A todo el que me reconoz-
ca delante de los demas, yo también lo reconoceré
delante de mi Padre celestial. Pero al que me niegue
delante de los demas, yo también lo negaré delante de
mi Padre celestial . Confien en esa promesa.
