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REFLECTION

.Dying And Living

The word “dying” can be understood in many ways.
This Sunday’s account of the prophet Elisha offers a
clear example of “dying to self.” Elisha began as the
humble, faithful servant of Elijah. Because of his
loyalty, he was rewarded and became a powerful
prophet in his own right, receiving a double share of
Elijah’s spirit. The woman who welcomed and fed
Elisha also ‘died to self when she recognized a
man of God. At her request, her husband built a
small room for Elisha on the roof — an act of self-
sacrifice offered for the man of God. In return, God
rewarded them with a son in their old age. Through
death to self, new life came forth.

In St. Paul’s reading, he used the symbolism of be-
ing fully immersed in baptismal water and rising to
new life in Christ. “Are you unaware that we who
were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized
into his death?” But, said Paul, the good Lord had
also shared his risen life with Christians. We rise
with Christ, the bond of death broken together
with Him and ‘new life’ bestowed. Paul wants us
to open our eyes, cherish, and preserve the ulti-
mate gift of Eternal Life 'with God!

We continue to praise the good Lord Jesus in His

directions given in Matthew Ten:

e Jesus sent the Twelve on His own saving mis-
sion.

e Preach “the Kingdom of God is at hand.”

e Entering a house wish them peace, and if
they welcome you, peace will remain.

e “Be not afraid.” Those who seek your death
will find everlasting death.

Earlier Jesus told His ministers that God would
always care for them and punish evildoers.
Now still teaching, He said,” Whoever finds his
life will lose it,” meaning that those who search
selfishly and immerse themselves completely in
seeking wealth and satisfaction in this life will
lose it and die an eternal death. Instead, He said,
love me even more than you love your closest
family. Live as God pleases. This may require
dying to self, but eternal life will be yours.

--- There are varieties of self-giving, and in His
eternal word Jesus made a glorious promise:
Love me. “I say to you, [one] will surely not lose
his reward.”” Believe Him! Amen.

REFLEXION
Morir y Vivir

La palabra “morir’ puede entenderse de muchas maneras.
El relato de este domingo sobre el profeta Eliseo ofrece un
ejemplo claro de “morir a uno mismo”. Eliseo comenz6 co-
mo el humilde y fiel servidor de Elias. Debido a su lealtad,
fue recompensado y se convirtid en un poderoso profeta
por derecho propio, recibiendo una doble porcion del es-
piritu de Elias. La mujer que acogié y alimenté a Eliseo
también “murié a si misma” cuando reconoci6 en él a un
hombre de Dios. A peticion de ella, su esposo construyd
una pequefia habitacion para Eliseo en la azotea, un acto
de sacrificio personal ofrecido al hombre de Dios. A cam-
bio, Dios los recompensé con un hijo en su vejez. A través
de la muerte al propio yo, surgié una nueva vida.

En la lectura de San Pablo, él utiliza el simbolismo de ser
completamente sumergidos en las aguas bautismales y
resucitar a una nueva vida en Cristo. “;No saben ustedes
que todos los que fuimos bautizados en Cristo Jesus fui-
mos bautizados en su muerte?” Pero, decia Pablo, el Se-
Aor también ha compartido con los cristianos su vida resu-
citada. Resucitamos con Cristo, el vinculo de la muerte
queda roto junto con El y se nos concede una “vida nue-
va”. Pablo quiere que abramos los ojos, valoremos y con-
servemos el don supremo de la Vida Eterna con Dios.

Continuamos alabando al buen Sefior Jesus por las ense-
Aanzas que nos da en el capitulo 10 de Mateo:

e Jesus envio a los Doce en su propia misién salvadora.
e Prediquen que “el Reino de Dios esta cerca’.

e Al entrar en una casa, deséenles la paz; y si los reci-
ben, la paz permanecera con ellos.

e “No tengan miedo.” Quienes busquen quitarles la vida
encontraran la muerte eterna.

Anteriormente, Jesus habia dicho a sus ministros que Dios
siempre cuidaria de ellos y castigaria a los malhechores.
Ahora, continuando su ensefianza, dijo: “Quien encuentre
su vida la perdera”, queriendo decir que aquellos que bus-
can egoistamente y se entregan por completo a la
busqueda de riquezas y satisfacciones en esta vida la
perderan y sufrirdn una muerte eterna. En cambio, dijo:
amenme mas incluso que a sus familiares mas cercanos.
Vivan como agrada a Dios. Esto puede requerir morir a
uno mismo, pero la vida eterna sera suya.

Existen muchas formas de entrega personal, y en su
palabra eterna Jesus hizo una promesa gloriosa:
amenme. “Les aseguro que no perderan su recom-
pensa.” jCréanle! Amén.

San Francisco de Asis

San Francisco de Asis
(1181/1182-1226) fue un
fraile italiano que renun-
Cio a su riqueza para
abrazar la pobreza evan-
gélica. Fundé la Orden
Franciscana y es recor-
dado por su profunda
devocion a la naturaleza,
a los animales y por su incansable labor de llevar la paz
La vida del patrono de la ecologia se divide en los si-
guientes momentos clave

Juventud privilegiada: Naci6 como Juan Bernardone en
Asis, Italia. Hijo de un rico comerciante de telas, disfrutd
de una vida de fiestas y lujos, sofiando con convertirse en
caballero.

Conversion radical: Tras ser prisionero de guerra y su-
perar una enfermedad, su perspectiva cambié. Abrazo la
pobreza absoluta, renuncié a la herencia de su padre y
comenzo a cuidar leprosos y a reparar iglesias abando-
nadas.

Fundacion franciscana: En 1209, redacto6 una regla
sencilla aprobada por el Papa Inocencio Ill, dando origen
a la Orden de los Hermanos Menores (Frailes Francis-
canos). Inspiré a Santa Clara de Asis para crear la rama
femenina de las Clarisas.

Amor por la creaciéon: Consideraba que todos los ele-
mentos de la naturaleza eran sus hermanos (el her-
mano sol, la hermana luna, etc.). Compuso el famo-
so Cantico de las Criaturas y se le atribuye la crea-
cion del primer belén viviente.

Legado: Fallecio el 4 de octubre de 1226, fecha en la
que la Iglesia Catolica celebra su festividad. Fue ca-
nonizado rapidamente en 1228

Brief Bioraphy of
Saint Francis of Assisi

Saint Francis of Assisi
(1181/1182—-1226) was an ltal-
ian friar who renounced his
wealth in order to embrace
evangelical poverty. He founded
the Franciscan Order and is
remembered for his profound -
devotion to nature, animals, and his tireless efforts to promote
peace.

The life of the patron saint of ecology can be divided into the
following key moments

Privileged Youth: He was born Giovanni di Pietro di Bernar-
done in Assisi, Italy. The son of a wealthy cloth merchant, he
enjoyed a life of festivities and luxury, dreaming of becoming a
knight.

Radical Conversion: After being taken prisoner during a war
and later recovering from a serious illness, his outlook on life
changed dramatically. He embraced absolute poverty, re-
nounced his father's inheritance, and began caring for lepers
and restoring abandoned churches.

Foundation of the Franciscan Order: In 1209, he wrote a
simple rule that was approved by Pope Innocent Ill, giving rise
to the Order of Friars Minor (Franciscan Friars). He also in-
spired Saint Clare of Assisi to establish the female branch of
the order, known as the Poor Clares.

Love for Creation: Francis considered all elements of nature
to be his brothers and sisters—Brother Sun, Sister Moon, and
others. He composed the famous Canticle of the Creatures and
is credited with creating the first living Nativity scene.

Legacy: He died on October 4, 1226, the date on which the
Catholic Church now celebrates his feast day. He was canon-
ized only two years later, in 1228.

Pope Leo XIV has proclaimed a special Franciscan Jubilee
Year from January 10, 2026, to January 10, 2027, to commem-
orate the eighth centenary of Saint Francis of Assisi’s passage
into eternal life. The year invites the faithful to imitate the saint,
renew their spiritual lives, and promote peace.
